Note: Macros9.dot should not be installed into your Word Startup folder or used as an add-in, as some of the macros may not run correctly.

To copy any of these macros to your Normal.dot, use the Visual Basic Editor to copy the associated modules and forms:

1. On the Tools menu, point to Macros and click Macros.

2. Click Organizer.

3. Open Macros9.dot in the left pane, Normal.dot in the right pane.

4. Choose the “Macro Project Items” tab.

5. Use the “copy” button to copy the appropriate Modules and Forms from Macros9 to your Normal.dot.
