On November 10, 2004, Microsoft announced that it has expanded the scope of its intellectual property protection policy to cover end-user customers using a range of current and earlier versions of its software such as Microsoft Windows Server SystemTM integrated server software (including SQL ServerTM and Exchange Server), the Microsoft Office System, and the Microsoft Windows® client operating system.

December 2004 Product List Addition: MSDN Operating System

Overview

To align all the Microsoft Developer Network (MSDN®) offerings, Microsoft is replacing the MSDN Operating System one-year License (L) SKU with License and Software Assurance (L&SA) and Software Assurance part numbers. 

Subscription Term

MSDN Operating Systems acquired as of December 1, 2004 are either License and Software Assurance or Software Assurance subscriptions only. These subscriptions end upon expiration of the Select License, Open License Value agreement, or Open License authorization number under which the subscriptions are acquired. 
MSDN Operating System licenses that were acquired prior to December 1, 2004 are one-year licenses only. These subscriptions for MSDN Operating Systems will end either (a) one year from the registration date of the MSDN Operating System subscription, or (b) upon expiration of the Select License, Open License Value agreement, or Open License authorization number under which the subscription was acquired. (The end date is determined by which date comes first.) 

Limited Special Offer

From December 1, 2004 through November 30, 2005, Microsoft has a special offer for customers of the MSDN developer program. Customers with MSDN Operating System subscriptions acquired between December 1, 2003 and November 30, 2004 are eligible to acquire Software Assurance for these subscriptions without acquiring License and Software Assurance. An MSDN Operating System license that was acquired between December 1, 2003 and November 30, 2004 is deemed a perpetual license for Software Assurance. 

MSDN Operating System Software Assurance Eligibility

The following customers are eligible to enroll in MSDN Operating System Software Assurance: 
· Existing MSDN Universal customers

· Existing MSDN Enterprise customers

· Existing MSDN Operating System customers

· Existing MSDN Professional customers

· Customers with an active Full Packaged Product (FPP) License subscription for any of the above software

Note: MSDN Operating System counts as five licenses toward the Open Business program.

Microsoft Office Live Meeting
Users can take advantage of Live Meeting to communicate and collaborate with anyone anywhere by using only a personal computer, Internet connection, and telephone. This service was added to the Volume Licensing channel in July 2004.  

Microsoft MapPoint Web Service
Enterprise businesses and independent software developers use the MapPoint Web Service to integrate location-based services such as maps, driving directions, and proximity searches into everyday applications and business processes. This service was added to the Volume Licensing channel in July 2004.

MSN Encarta Premium provides students and information seekers of all ages with access to reliable, up-to-date reference content and tools to get what they need quickly. This service will be added to Volume Licensing in December 2004.

Licensing for Microsoft Operations Manager 2005 and Systems Management Server 2003

Overview
Effective October 2004, Microsoft has aligned the licensing models for Microsoft Operations Manager (MOM) 2005 and Microsoft Systems Management Server (SMS) 2003 to the "server plus device" management licensing model.

· Device management licenses for SMS 2003 are called Configuration Management Licenses (CMLs)—formerly Client Access Licenses (CALs). There are no other changes to the current SMS 2003 licensing model. 

· Device management licenses for MOM 2005 are called Operations Management Licenses (OMLs). The new "server plus OML" licensing model for MOM 2005 states that:

· A server license is required for each manager server.

· A device management license is required for each managed device.

Why Client Access Licenses Were Changed to Management Licenses

The change from Client Access License to Configuration Management License and Operations Management License was made to note the fact that the license is a management license, as well as to emphasize a singular license model prior to the launch of Microsoft System Center 2005 next year.  

System Center 2005 is a server suite that will include MOM 2005, SMS 2003, and System Center Reporting Server 2005, a new product that will launch in the first half of 2005. System Center Reporting Server provides a rich analytic solution for management data and delivers an integrated repository for MOM 2005, SMS 2003, and other data sources.

Remote Desktop Licenses: Licensing in a Blade PC Environment

This article was originally printed in the August 2004 edition of Licensing Update.
Some original equipment manufacturers (OEMs) have introduced a new desktop environment using blade hardware technology and Microsoft Windows XP Professional. This innovative solution enables users to access Windows XP Professional running on blade PCs (ultra-thin, stackable computers) that are housed securely in a data center, instead of sitting under or on a desk. 
Windows XP Professional is a key component of this new technology solution. The operating system enables blade PCs to operate in the data center environment and to connect to the rest of the technology infrastructure. Remote access to Windows XP Professional is enabled through the Remote Desktop Protocol (RDP). RDP allows businesses to employ a variety of devices for access, such as desktop PCs or thin client devices running an embedded operating system. 
As new technology solutions emerge in the marketplace, Microsoft ensures that its licensing models support customers’ business needs. After reviewing its current product licensing models, Microsoft is introducing a new licensing model for its desktop operating system software that is appropriate for blade hardware technology.

Remote Desktop License for Windows XP Professional 

As of November 1, 2004, the Microsoft Remote Desktop License (RDL) for Windows XP Professional has been added to the Volume Licensing channel. The RDL is procured in the form of a license and does not include software. The RDL enables a remote device, such as a notebook PC, personal digital assistant (PDA), or cell phone, to access any device that is running Windows XP Professional—without the need for that device to be licensed separately for Windows XP Professional.
