Summary

The role of the Product Use Rights (PUR) document has always been to organize and explain the way Microsoft technology can be used when acquired under a Microsoft Volume Licensing program. We want to help make it easier for customers to find and locate information about licensing and how it works with their technology. In July 2005, customers can access the updated PUR at http://www.microsoft.com/licensing/userights that is formatted to nine licensing models for easier search and discoverability. The July 2005 PUR will standardize the licensing models that apply to each product presented in an easy-to-use format that includes simplified language for the usage rights terms and consolidated licensing models in order to help meet one of our key objectives - making it easier for customers and partners to understand how Microsoft products are licensed. 

Details

The July 2005 PUR has improved in three critical areas: new categorization, improved language and enhanced format for easier navigation of content. The July 2005 PUR consolidates approximately 70 current product licensing terms into nine categories referred to as standardized licensing models. Products are now categorized by how they share similar use rights. For example, servers licensed per processor are grouped into one category whereas servers licensed by server and CAL are in another. The nine standardized licensing models are:

· Desktop Applications

· Desktop Operating Systems

· Developer Tools

· Online Services

· Servers - Operating Systems

· Servers - Management Servers

· Servers – Server/CAL

· Servers - Per Processor

· Servers – Specialty Servers
Each standardized licensing model is color-coded to improve the reader’s ability to quickly and easily navigate throughout the document. Each model consists of two sections:

· Use rights that are the same for each product in that category

· Additional terms specific to certain products that are clearly designated.

The language in the PUR has also been simplified thus reducing its size from almost 100 pages to less than 50 pages. This makes finding and understanding the licensing model associated with each product much easier. As new product versions are released, they will continue to adhere to the standardized licensing models and any exceptions may be reduced.
