As of July 1, 2005, the use rights included in the Product Use Rights (PUR) document for Microsoft Operations Management (MOM) Server 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology and Systems Management Server (SMS) 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology will change to the following use rights:
Use Rights for SQL Server 2000

If your edition of the server software includes SQL Server 2000 Technology, you may install SQL Server on one device and use it solely to support that Microsoft management server software. You do not need SQL CALs for that use.

Please note that customers who purchased the licenses for either MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology or SMS 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology prior to July 1, 2005 are governed by the PUR that was in place when they made the purchase and will not be impacted by this revision.
Use Rights Details

The SQL Server 2000 use rights in the PUR prior to July 2005 did not allow for two separate instances of SQL Server, rather it allowed for a single instance of SQL Server to be shared between MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology and SMS 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology. The SQL Server 2000 license that is included with MOM 2005 and SMS 2003 as a combination SKU is a “run-time license” and can only be used with the software that it came with.

Microsoft is aligning the Product Use Rights (PUR) with customer use to improve licensing consistency and customer experience. We are doing this because we have found that sharing the run-time SQL Server 2000 instance between the two products does not yield an optimal configuration. We also conducted a customer survey and learned that customers are generally not sharing the single instance of SQL Server between MOM and SMS.
FAQs:

Q: Are there any restrictions on using SQL Server 2000 Technology licensed under MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology or SMS 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology?

A:  Yes. The Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Technology licensed with this product offering may not be used as a stand-alone Microsoft SQL Server deployment or with any other application besides the management server license with which it was purchased.

Q: Can the SQL Server license purchased under the MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology be used for SMS 2003?

A: No. As of July 1, 2005, we no longer allow the run-time restricted license of SQL Server to be shared with any other server product. The SQL Server license included with the MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology stock-keeping unit (SKU) can only be used with MOM. Similarly, the SQL Server license included as part of the SMS 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology can only be used with SMS. The SQL Server license may be installed on a separate physical machine from the MOM or SMS server, but it may only be used by the corresponding SMS 2003 or MOM 2005 product with which it was licensed.

Please note that customers who purchased either MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology or SMS 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology prior to July 1, 2005 are governed by the PUR that was in place when they made the purchase and will not be impacted by this revision.

Q: What edition of SQL Server 2000 Technology is included in the MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology and SMS 2003 with SQL Server 2000 Technology offerings?
