· Are licensed Microsoft Project 95, Microsoft Project 98 or Microsoft Project 2000 customers

· Had active Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage on their Microsoft Project licenses at any time between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002 under an Enterprise Agreement, Select License Agreement, or Open License Agreement 

This licensing brief addresses the following items for Microsoft Project 2002:

· Microsoft Project 2002 Editions and Offerings 
· Microsoft Project Migration Paths

Microsoft Project 2002 Products and Offerings 
The Microsoft Project 2002 family of products includes Microsoft Project (Standard) 2002, Microsoft Project Professional 2002, Microsoft Project Server 2002 and Microsoft Project Server Client Access License (CAL) 2002.

Microsoft Project Standard 2002 is designed for people who manage projects independently and don't require the capability to manage resources from a central repository. 

Microsoft has a team project management solution that enables project managers and their teams to collaborate on projects. The Microsoft Project 2002 products in this solution are Microsoft Project Standard 2002, Microsoft Project Server 2002, and Microsoft Project Server Client Access License (CAL) 2002. A Microsoft Project Server CAL is required to use the features or services of Microsoft Project Server, including using the Microsoft Project Server Web-interface, called Microsoft Project Web Access.
Microsoft also has an enterprise solution, called the Microsoft Solution for Enterprise Project Management (EPM). For organizations that require tight coordination and standardization between projects and project managers, along with centralized resource management and higher-level reporting about projects and resources, the EPM Solution enables teams, departments, and even entire organizations to work together to manage projects and processes effectively. The Microsoft Project 2002 products in the EPM Solution are Microsoft Project Professional 2002, Microsoft Project Server 2002, and Microsoft Project Server Client Access License (CAL) 2002. Note that the EPM Solution is not packaged as a single product. In order to implement the EPM Solution, Microsoft Project Professional 2002, Microsoft Project Server 2002, and Microsoft Project Server Client Access License (CAL) 2002 must be acquired separately.  We recommend that you use the EPM Solution for your organization-wide project management needs. For a full list of system requirements, please visit http://www.microsoft.com/office/project.

Microsoft Project Migration Paths 
Microsoft is offering a promotion to Microsoft Project customers to migrate to Microsoft Project Professional 2002 and Microsoft Project Server 2002. Customers must satisfy the eligibility requirements below.

Eligibility
This promotion is only for customers who:
· Are licensed Microsoft Project 95, Microsoft Project 98 or Microsoft Project 2000 customers
· Had active Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage on their Microsoft Project licenses at any time between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002 under an Enterprise Agreement, Select License Agreement, or Open License Agreement 

Note that on October 1, 2001, Software Assurance (SA) replaced one-time upgrade paths (Version Upgrade, Product Upgrade, Competitive Upgrade, and Language Upgrade). Upgrade Advantage (UA), which was available until July 31, 2002, was automatically rolled into Software Assurance.
Project 2002 Migration Promotion
For each license of Microsoft Project 95, Microsoft Project 98 or Microsoft Project 2000 that was covered by Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage at any time between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002, the customer has use rights to 1 Microsoft Project Server 2002 AND either 1 Microsoft Project Professional 2002 or 1 Microsoft Project 2002 (commonly called the Standard edition) at no additional cost. 
It should be noted that under this promotion, the customer will receive the right use the latest version of Project Standard, Project Professional, or Project Server that becomes available during the term of his/her agreement. Microsoft Project 2002 is used in this document for the purpose of clarity.
Examples:

· If a customer is licensed for Microsoft Project 95 or Microsoft Project 98, for each license of Microsoft Project 95 or Microsoft Project 98 covered by Upgrade Advantage (UA) at any time between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002, the customer has rights to use Microsoft Project Server 2002 and can use either Microsoft Project Standard 2002 or Microsoft Project Professional 2002.  

Customers who do not acquire UA by July 31, 2002 can purchase License (L) or License and Software Assurance (L&SA) for Microsoft Project Server 2002, Microsoft Project Standard 2002 or Microsoft Project Professional 2002.

· If the customer is licensed for Microsoft Project 2000, for each license of Microsoft Project 2000 covered by Software Assurance (SA) or Upgrade Advantage (UA) at any time between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002, the customer has rights to use Microsoft Project Server 2002 and can use either Microsoft Project Standard 2002 or Microsoft Project Professional 2002.  

Customers who do not acquire SA or UA by July 31, 2002 can purchase License (L) or License and Software Assurance (L&SA) for Microsoft Project Server 2002, Microsoft Project Standard 2002 or Microsoft Project 2002 Professional 2002.

· If the customer is licensed for Microsoft Project Central, for each license of Microsoft Project Central covered by Software Assurance (SA) or Upgrade Advantage (UA) at any time between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002, the customer can migrate to Microsoft Project Server CAL 2002.

Renewal
When the customer’s agreement expires, customers declare which Microsoft Project products they want to use by choosing which and how many desktop products (either Standard or Professional) and how many Project Server licenses they want to renew. The customer has several choices (assuming that their Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage expires after July 31, 2002):
1.
The customer can choose not to renew Software Assurance on any licenses. In that case the customer will have perpetual rights (for each license of Microsoft Project that was eligible for this upgrade) to Microsoft Project Server 2002 and either Microsoft Project Professional 2002 or Microsoft Project Standard 2002. The customer is responsible for compliance.

2.
The customer can renew Software Assurance on Microsoft Project Server but not on Microsoft Professional or Microsoft Standard.  
3.
The customer can renew Software Assurance on Microsoft Project Professional but not on Microsoft Project Server.

4.
The customer can renew Software Assurance on Microsoft Project Standard but not on Microsoft Project Server.

5.
The customer can renew Software Assurance on Microsoft Project Professional and Microsoft Project Server.

6.
The customer can renew Software Assurance on Microsoft Project Standard and Microsoft Project Server.

The table below provides a summary of the options available to the customer.  The customer must choose one of the six options when the Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage on Microsoft Project expires.  An “X” indicates a Software Assurance renewal; blank means no renewal.

As you can see, the customer can always renew Software Assurance on Microsoft Project Server, but can only choose to renew Software Assurance on either Microsoft Project Professional or Microsoft Project Standard.  Once that happens, the customer has chosen the path for his/her future renewals. The customer will not be able to switch between Microsoft Project Professional and Microsoft Project Standard and will only be able to renew Software Assurance on his/her chosen product (unless another promotion supersedes this promotion).

Q)
How will the customer’s rights under this migration plan be documented?

A)
The documentation for the upgrade eligibility is the product list with the purchase order for Upgrade Advantage or Software Assurance. The product list can be downloaded from this site: http://www.microsoft.com/licensing/resources/downloads/default.mspx 
Q)
Do customers who are eligible for this promotion get Microsoft Project Server “L” or “L&SA”? 
A)
The customer receives the right run the latest version of Microsoft Project Server that becomes available during the term of the UA/SA. Although they will not receive a separate confirmation, they will have Software Assurance on the Microsoft Project Server licenses. When their Software Assurance expires, the customer must choose whether or not to renew Software Assurance on the Microsoft Project Server licenses. 
Q)
Do CALs come with Microsoft Project Server 2002?
A)
No, CALs are not included with Microsoft Project Server 2002 in volume license stock keeping units (SKUs).

Q)
If a customer purchased Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage on his/her Microsoft Project licenses, but wants to migrate to the Microsoft Project Server CAL, when they renew the maintenance, can they renew at the CAL maintenance price?
A)
No. Software Assurance is purchased and renewed on the SKU, not on the components of the SKU.  The SKU in this case is Microsoft Project Professional or Microsoft Project Standard, which includes the free Microsoft Project Server CAL.  If a customer only wants the Microsoft Project Server CAL going forward, they have the option of purchasing L or L&SA on the Microsoft Project Server CAL.
Q)
Are Campus and School agreements available for Microsoft Project 2002? 
A)
New Campus Agreement/School Agreement customers signing up for Microsoft Project after June 1, 2002 get Microsoft Project Standard only. Existing Campus Agreement/School Agreement customers already licensed with Microsoft Project before June 1, 2002 can use Microsoft Project Professional and Microsoft Project Server if they choose to.

Licensing Scenario Example 1:
	Description
	Renewal Options

	Company X has 100 Project 2000 licenses. The company acquired the licenses and enrolled in Upgrade Advantage on May 31, 2002. The agreement ends on May 31, 2004.

In December 2003, the customer decides it wants to deploy the EPM Solution. The company wants 40 copies of Project Professional for its project managers. The company also has 80 team members that will use Microsoft Project Web Access. The company intends to use 2 Project Servers and wants to preserve Software Assurance on its licenses.

At the time of renewal (on May 31, 2004), the company wants to renew all of its licenses under Software Assurance. 


	In this case, the customer is using 100 licenses of Project 2000 and is eligible for the Project 2002 Migration Promotion because it has Upgrade Advantage active on its licenses between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002.

In December 2003, the customer decides it wants to deploy the EPM Solution. Project 2003 is already on the price list. Per the Project 2002 Migration Promotion, for each license of Project covered by Upgrade Advantage, the company is eligible to use either Project Standard 2003 OR Project Professional 2003 (for a total of up to 100 licenses of Standard and Professional combined). The company also has rights to use up to 100 licenses of Project Server 2003 (one for each license of Project covered by maintenance). To meet its EPM Solution requirements, the customer would:

· Take advantage of use rights to 40 Project Professional 2003 licenses for the project managers

· Take advantage of use rights to the remaining 60 Project Professional 2003 licenses for 60 of the team members. These team members would use the CAL included with Project Professional to use Project Web Access. Note that the customer is simply using the CAL in the 60 Project Professional 2003 licenses, but does not have L&SA on these standalone CALs. 
· Acquire L&SA for 20 Microsoft Project Server CALs for the remaining 20 team members

· Take advantage of use rights to 2 Project Server 2003 licenses (The company actually has use rights to 100 Project Server 2003 licenses, but only needs to use 2 licenses).

When the customer’s agreement expires on May 31, 2004, the company would:

· Renew SA on 40 Project Professional licenses

· Acquire L&SA for 60 Project Server CALs (Alternatively, the customer can renew SA on the 60 Project Professional licenses, but acquiring L&SA on the 60 CALs for 60 of the 80 team members is more cost effective.)
· Renew SA on 20 Project Server CALs 

· Renew SA on 2 Project Server licenses


Licensing Scenario Example 2:
	Description
	Renewal Options

	Company Y has 100 Project 2000 licenses. The company acquired the licenses and enrolled in Upgrade Advantage on April 1, 2001. The agreement ends on April 1, 2003.

When the maintenance agreement ends, the company decides it does not want to renew its agreement. What licenses is the company entitled to use?
	In this case, the company’s maintenance agreement ends on April 1, 2003 – before Project 2003 appeared on the price list (on September 1, 2003). The customer is eligible for the Project 2002 Migration Promotion because it has Upgrade Advantage active on its licenses between June 1, 2002 and July 31, 2002.

Therefore, for each license of Project covered by Upgrade Advantage, the company is eligible to use either Project Standard OR Project Professional 2002 (for a total of up to 100 licenses of Standard and Professional combined). The company also has rights to use up to 100 licenses of Project Server 2002 (one for each license of Project covered by maintenance). Because the company did not renew maintenance, they are not eligible for further upgrades through their agreement.
