SKU Availability on Price Lists

All Server Step Up License SKUs are available as of July 1, 2003 with exception of Academic Select License agreements (available on August 1, 2003).  In many cases, the SKUs appear on the August 1, 2003 price list, but are backdated to July 1, 2003, so that the SKUs can be ordered as of July 1, 2003.
Qualification to Obtain the Step-up License

To obtain the Enterprise Edition Server Step-up License for any of these server software editions, customers will first need to have the Standard Edition License for the server software with Software Assurance or an Enterprise Agreement covering that Standard Edition License Software.
Step-up License Pricing

The Step-up License price is the difference between the License and Software Assurance (L&SA) price of the Enterprise Edition Server software and the Standard Edition Server software. For Select License and Open License Value customers, the Step-up License price is then spread out in equal annual payments for the remainder of the customer’s agreement term. For Enterprise Agreements, the price is paid for at the time of acquisition as with all additional software License acquisitions.

FAQ

Q.  Can a customer who licensed the Standard Edition Server software under a previous agreement and has renewed Software Assurance on a current agreement acquire the Step-up License?
A.  Yes. If the customer has active Software Assurance on the Standard Edition Server software License, then they may acquire the Step-up License.
Q.  Can the Step-up License be acquired at the next contract renewal after the start of the Step-up License promotion?

A.  Yes. The only requirement is that the customer has current Software Assurance on that existing Standard Edition Server software License.

Q.  May a customer renew Software Assurance on the Enterprise Edition Server software License acquired under this offering?

A. Yes. Both the License and Software Assurance for the Enterprise Edition Server software License are acquired under the Step-up License offering.  When that Software Assurance coverage expires, the customer may renew coverage on the Enterprise Edition.
Q.  How does the Step-up License work in an Enterprise Agreement during a True-up?

A.  The same rules for True-up apply.  Upon acquiring the Step-up License, the customer’s underlying Standard Edition Server software License is considered replaced by the Enterprise Edition Server software License.  Eligible customers may then True-up on additional copies of Enterprise Edition Server software during the remaining term of their agreement.
Q.  What is the procedure for customers that received the 10-month coverage extension on their Standard Edition Server software Licenses?

A.  Customers that received the 10-month coverage extension on their Standard Edition Server software Licenses and choose to migrate to the Enterprise Edition may deploy the Enterprise Edition Server software during the 10-month coverage period. When it is time to renew their Software Assurance coverage on that Server software License, they will renew Software Assurance for the Standard Edition and acquire the Step-up License for the corresponding years remaining on their current agreement. However, the Enterprise Edition Software Assurance benefits will not apply until the Software Assurance renewal and the Step-up License acquisitions have been made.
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
