· GPO Status – flags GPOs that were deleted outside the version control system, with the ability to quickly restore GPOs that were accidentally or maliciously removed.

Group Policy Extensions for Desktops version 1.1 is the first product to support roaming users by letting administrators trigger Group Policy refresh upon system wakeup or change in network connection, whether or not the system has been restarted.  Other highlights of the product include:  integration with Microsoft Group Policy Management Console (GPMC), INI file support and detailed reports on Group Policy Extensions available via a Group Policy Object Editor snap-in.
