NDS Migrator 4.0 Offers Automated Resource Updating, 

Also Incorporates New Windows SP1 Capabilities

New features of the Quest product include automatic resource updating and a built-in graphical user interface for a new capability in Windows Server 2003 Service Pack 1.
