Configuring Outlook Express 6.0
for Access to MCT Private Newsgroups

 
Important: If you have not yet created an NNTP user account, please follow the instructions at https://mcp.microsoft.com/mct/community/newsgroup_link.aspx before proceeding.

1. Open Outlook Express. 

2. On the Tools menu, click Accounts, and then click the All tab. 

3. Click Add, and then click News. 

4. In the Display Name box, type your first and last name, and then click Next.
5. In the E-mail address box, type your e-mail address, and then click Next. 
A valid e-mail address is required. If the newsgroup manager needs to cancel one of your posts, you will be notified by e-mail at the address you provide here. 

6. In the News (NNTP) Server box, type privatenews.microsoft.com. 
7. Select the My news server requires me to log on check box, and then click Next. 

8. In the Account Name box, type your NNTP user name. In the Password box, type your password. The user name and password are both case sensitive.

9. Be sure the Log on using Secure Password Authentication (SPA) check box is cleared, and then click Next.
10. In the Account Name box, type privatenews\your NNTP user name. In the Password box, type your password. The user name and password are both case sensitive.

11. When prompted to download newsgroups from the news account you added, click Yes. 

12. Select the newsgroups you want to participate in from the list, and then click Subscribe. 
13. Click Close to finish, or click Go To to access the newsgroup that is selected in the list.
 
TIP: You can configure Outlook Express to open in Newsreader mode (no e-mail) by changing the properties of the shortcut on the All Programs menu. Simply add /newsonly to the end of the command line, outside of the quotation marks.
