Ari:  For this example we're using the folder containing scripts from this show. First right click on the folder. Choose properties, click the general tab and then click the advanced button. Now select encrypt contents to secure data. Click okay twice. 
If the folder contains other files or sub folders, Windows displays a confirmation message. You can decide to encrypt only the files in this folder or apply the encryption to all the sub folders and their files as well. 
Once you have selected a folder for encryption, anything you store in that folder is also automatically encrypted.
