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1 Overview

This spec describes the special financial institution content for direct OFX financial institution’s partners in Money 06 client.  

Money will collect an XML file from our OFX financial institution partners that will contain new branding data that Money will display. Each financial institution partnering with Microsoft to provide this special content will provide a secure (https) URL for the location of the ficontent.xls file. This URL will be stored in the tblBankINI on the CertLive database.

Money will display the new financial institution content in the account registers of a partner financial institution. Money will display customizable text in the left pane. When clicked, this will display a dialog box containing financial institution html lite content.

Money will not track click-throughs of the content. That is the responsibility of our financial institution partners offering this special content to their customers.

2 Scenarios

2.1 User Scenarios
· User will see a changing link in the left pane of their bank, credit card or investment account.

· When user clicks link in account register he/she will see a modal dialog displaying html data provided by financial institution.

· If a user clicks any link within the dialog, the target site will be opened in external browser.

· Husband and wife with different credential at the same financial institution in one file will see the same account module in all account registers held at that financial institution.

3 Guidelines

3.1 Guidelines for Participation in the Microsoft Money Messaging Feature
for Financial Institutions

Microsoft is not liable for publishing messages which have to do with security, privacy or other messaging which requires or requests a response from the End User.  Any use of the communication services for commercial purposes is solely at your own risk and Microsoft has no liability for such use. 

3.  Each Financial Institution is reponsible for providing commercially reasonable levels of customer support and service to its customers utilizing this Messaging Feature.

4.  All messaging content must be updated by the Financial Institution at least once per month.

5.  Each Financial Institution shall provide quarterly reports to Microsoft which detail click-throughs achieved via this Messaging Feature.  Such reports are due within thirty (30) days of the end of each calendar quarter.

4 Feature Functionality

4.1 Financial institution XML

Financial institutions will maintain an XML file in a fixed location provided to Microsoft 

4.1.1 XML URL

· Ficontent.xml

· URL must be secured using SSL (https)

· Downloaded on any Internet Update during call all, similar to the way we check for online service updates, get quotes, or get news.

· Stored in a new folder in the All Users WebCache folder named for the GUID value assigned to that financial institution in the Money branding.  

4.1.2 XML Format

The following is an example of a ficontent.xml. Microsoft will maintain an example ficontent.xml file at http://www.microsoft.com/money/partner/woodgrove/ficontent.xml.

NOTE: FI should use direct references in CDATA links to any of the items downloaded in the <files> aggregate. These will be stored in the same location as the XML file.
4.1.3 Left Pane Content Behavior

Display Criteria

Money will display Account content module in left pane upon navigation to designated pages based upon the following criteria:

· Turn off sponsorship and shopping links option in Program Settings is not enabled
· Account is associated with OFX financial institution 
· Financial institution branding has a non-blank <ContentURL>…..</ContentURL> entry.

· There is a WebCache\GUID folder for that financial institution

· There is a valid ficontent.xml file in the folder

· All tags in ficontent.xml are non-blank

· There is a valid <acctcm> aggregate in the XML file

· If Account content module present, left pane should not display any sponsor tile ads.

Size

The following maximum character limits must be observed:

<shortfiname>= 17 characters 
<finame> = 48 characters

<Linktext> = 48 characters

NOTE: If text provided by FI exceeds these limits, Money will not display the content module in the left pane.

Placement

The Account content module will show in Accounts - Register view only, not in details, or account balancing, etc. For Investment accounts, this will show in investment and cash transaction views, but not account summary

The Account content module will show directly above “Common Tasks” module on the left pane.

4.1.4 XML Content Requirements
To comply with Money style and accessibility requirements, follow the following standards when providing content:

4.1.4.1 Linktext

· A brief noun phrase or an imperative verb phrase 

· Sentence caps 

· No end punctuation

4.1.4.2 CDATA

· Limited HTML tags and attributes – HTML Lite – see next section

· Accessibility

For screen-readers, the following additional requirements should be followed:

· All images must have ALT attributes:
<img src=”image url” alt=”Olympic logo and image of Greece”>

· All URLs should have descriptive text:
<a href=”url” alt=”Click here to find out more at the Woodgrove web site”>

 instead of <a href=”url” alt=”Click here”>

4.1.4.3 Images

Due to Windows 9X requirements, images must be restricted to GIF or BMP files. JPG files are not displayed in the FI Content dialog on Windows 98 and ME machines.
4.2 Account Register HTML Lite Content 
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· Text in left pane link specified by financial institution in <linktext>.
· HTML content will appear in a modal dialog

· Links in HTML content will launch external browser 

4.2.1 FI Content Pop Up Dialog

Title: “News from <finame>”
Size

Financial institution will specify the height and width of their HTML content in the XML. This content must fit within the following pixel limitations

Min Width = 230

Max width = 530

Min height = 115

Max height = 290

Scroll

The dialog will not scroll so the HTML content must fit within our size requirements.

Disclaimer

At bottom of dialog, below the FI content Money will provide a disclaimer.

Text: “Information provided by <finame>”
Navigation

Open:
Dialog box launched on mouse click or by using TAB to navigate to <linktext> and pressing ENTER.

Close:
Close dialog box on click of X button in upper left or press of ESC.

Focus:
Upon open, focus will be upon first link in HTML content. TAB cycles through multiple links.

Links:
Launch external browser upon click of any link, or pressing ENTER while link has focus. Work Offline will have no affect on this link

4.2.2 HTML Lite

Financial institutions should use only the following tags and attributes in their CDATA content. See Appendix B for the DTD for this CDATA content.

4.2.2.2 Attributes

For any of these tags, style information can be specified with the standard HTML attribute "style", whose value should be a CSS description of the desired styles.  Money supports the 16 VGA colors by name (red, blue, green…), and other colors in 6-digit hexadecimal format (#000000).

4.2.2.3 Special note about single image content

Money will automatically set the focus on the first link in your CDATA. When you include a single image with a link to a URL in your CDATA, the image will show a dotted line around its border. Microsoft has found two work-arounds. Either of which improve the appearance of the image in this case.

1. Make sure that your image has a dark border around it.

OR

2. Add an empty URL before the image reference, such as

4.2.2.4 Scripts

Any unrecognized tag (like SCRIPT, FRAME, etc.) will be ignored, but the content of the element will get treated as plain text.  

If CDATA contains something like:

<script>alert("test");</script>

Money will just put 'alert("test");' on the screen

If CDATA contains something like

<script src="test.js"></script>

Money will not display at all, because there's no text between the open and close tags.

4.2.3 Examples

Outside of the guidelince specified in section three, Microsoft will not specify how the dialog should be used, only its maximum and minimum sizes. The following are examples of large and small content modules.
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Below are some examples of the combinations of graphics and text that financial institutions could potentially provide.

4.3 Error Handling

· If XML is not found at specified location, Money will not display an error, it simply will not display the module.

· If Money is unable to parse the XML file, Money will not display an error, it simply will not display the module.

· If XML is in Unicode UTF-16, Money will not display an error, it simply will not display the module.

· If any files specified by <file> tags are not found in <GUID> folder, such as if Money were unable to download it, Money will not display an error, it simply will not display the module.

· If there are any problems with format of downloaded XML, if Money is unable to parse the CDATA, the dialog will display the following default text.

Error: “News from <finame> is currently unavailable. Please try again later.”
· Money opens content dialog statically. Files are not locked, and can be modified or deleted in background. Money will not change dialog even if content changes until user closes and opens dialog again, similar to browser refresh. 

· LinkText is not refreshed until a user navigates away from account register and then returns. If XML is deleted before user navigates away, and link text is till present in register, Money will display error text above if user clicks on link.
