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Introduction
These instructions are provide for reference in setting up a test lab environment for evaluating the SQL Server and Web server deployment steps of the sample Windows Hosting service. For production deployment, you need to acquire a valid Internet IP address connection, register this DNS with an Internet domain authority, and deploy a second DNS server for redundancy. For more information on configuring a DNS server running Microsoft® Windows Server™ 2000, see Deploying DNS on the Microsoft TechNet Web site.
These instructions assume that you are installing onto a computer with two network interface cards and a single hard drive with no previously existing partitions. If your computer does match these hardware assumptions, you must modify these steps accordingly.

Install Windows Server 2003 Standard Edition
In this section you will configure hard drive partitions and conduct an attended installation of Windows Server 2003 Standard Edition.

1. With the computer turned off, insert the Windows Server 2003 Standard Edition CD into the computer’s CD-ROM drive.

2. Turn on the computer.
3. On the Welcome to Setup page, click Enter.
4. On the Windows Licensing Agreement page, review the End User License Agreement and press F8.

5. On the Partitions page, click Enter.
6. On the Format Partitions page, select Format the partition using the NTFS file system (Quick) and click Enter.

Windows Setup now copies the setup files to the hard disk and conducts the first part of the installation process.

7. On the Regional and Language Options page, click Next to accept the default English (United States) settings. To select different settings, click Customize and Details.
8. On the Personalize Your Software page, type the name and company of the software license owner in the Name and Organization text boxes and click Next.

· Name used in example documentation: John Smith
· Organization used in example documentation: WWHP.NET
9. On the Your Product Key page, type the 25-character product or volume license key for this installation of Windows Server 2003 and click Next.
10. On the Licensing Modes page, select Per Device or Per User and click Next.
11. On the Computer Name and Administrator Password page type a unique name for this DNS server in the Computer name box.

· DNS server name used in this documentation: DNS01
12. Type a strong alphanumeric password in the Administrator password and Confirm password text boxes, and click Next.

· Administrator password used in this documentation: DNS01Pass1word
13. On the Date and Time Settings page, ensure that the values in the text boxes are correct and click Next.
Windows Setup now conducts the second part of the installation process.

14. On the Network Settings page, ensure that Typical settings is selected and click Next.

15. On the Workgroup or Computer Domain page, ensure that No, this computer is not on a network, or is on a Network without a domain is selected with the name WORKGROUP. Click Next.

Windows Setup now conducts the third part of the installation process. After completing the installation process, Windows Setup reboots DNS01.
Log on and Perform First Logon Tasks
In this section you will logon to DNS01 and configure first-run settings.

16. Remove the Windows Server 2003 CD from DNS01.

17. Press CTRL+ALT+DEL to open the logon dialog box.
18. Type the DNS01 administrator password and click Enter.

19. If prompted, click the Display Settings balloon, and click Yes. Click Yes again to adjust the screen resolution.

20. In the Manage Your Server dialog box, select the Don’t display this page at logon box and close the dialog box.

Install Windows Server 2003 Critical Security Patches

In this section you will install the most current critical security patches for Windows Server 2003. As of October 20, 2003, the required patches for installation are listed below. You should download a copy of each patch and keep these on CD for installation on new server builds. To learn if any further patches are required for Windows Server 2003, review the Microsoft Security Bulletins.

When you finish installing the required patches, reboot DNS01.

Configure the External Network Connection for DNS01

In this section you will set the properties of the network interface card that connects DNS01 to the external network segment.

21. Press CTRL+ALT+DEL to open the logon dialog box.

22. Type the DNS01 administrator password and click Enter.

23. On the Start menu, point to Control Panel, and double-click Network Connections.

24. Right-click the icon for the external network interface, for example, Local Area Connection, and click Rename.
25. Type the new name FrontNet and click Enter.

26. Right-click the icon for FrontNet and click Properties.

27. Clear all protocol check boxes except Internet Protocol (TCP/IP).
28. Select Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) and click Properties.

29. Select Use the following IP address and type an IP address for DNS01 on the external network segment in the IP address box.

· IP address used in this documentation: 10.1.1.1
30. Type a different subnet mask for DNS01 in the Subnet mask box if necessary, or accept the given default.
· Subnet mask used in this documentation: the default of 255.0.0.0
31. In the Preferred DNS Server box, type the same IP address that you entered in the IP address box.
· Preferred DNS server IP address used in this documentation: 10.1.1.1
32. Click Advanced.

33. On the DNS tab, clear the Register this connection’s addresses in DNS check box.

34. On the WINS tab, select the Disable NetBIOS over TCP/IP check box and click OK.

35. Click OK.
36. Select the Show icon in notification area when connected check box.

37. In the FrontNet Properties dialog box, click Close.

Configure the Internal Network Connection for DNS01
In this section you will set the properties of the network interface card that connects DNS01 to the internal network segment.

38. Right-click the icon for the internal network interface, for example, Local Area Connection 2, and click Rename.

39. Type the new name BackNet and click Enter.

40. Right-click the icon for BackNet and click Properties.

41. Select Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) and click Properties.

42. Select Use the following IP address and type an internal IP address for DNS01 in the IP address box.

· IP address used in this documentation: 192.168.0.1
43. Type a different subnet mask for DNS01 in the Subnet mask box if necessary, or accept the given default. Click OK.
· Subnet mask used in this documentation: the default of 255.255.255.0
44. Select the Show icon in notification area when connected check box.

45. In the BackNet Properties dialog box, click Close.

46. Close the Network Connections window.

Rename the DNS01 Administrator Account
In this section you will rename the local computer administrator account to help enhance security.

47. On the Start menu, right-click My Computer and click Manage.
48. In the Computer Management dialog box, expand Local Users and Groups. Click the Users folder.
49. In the right navigation pane, right-click the Administrator account and click Rename.

50. Type a new name for the DNS01 administrator account and click Enter.

· Administrator account used in this documentation: DNS01Admin
51. Close the Computer Management window.
Install the DNS Service on DNS01
In this section you will install the DNS service component of Windows Server 2003.

52. Insert the Windows Server 2003 Standard Edition CD into the CD-ROM drive of DNS01.

53. On the Welcome to Microsoft Windows Server 2003 page, click Install optional Windows components.

54. On the Windows Components page, scroll and select the Networking Services component. Click Details.

55. Select the Domain Name System (DNS) check box and click OK.

56. On the Windows Components page, click Next.

57. On the Completing the Windows Components Wizard page, click Finish.
58. On the Welcome to Microsoft Windows Server 2003 page, click Exit.
59. Remove the CD from DNS01.
Configure the DNS Service

In this section you will configure the DNS service for name resolution on the external network segment.

60. On the Start menu, click All Programs, click Administrative Tools, and click DNS.
61. In the left navigation pane of the dnsmgmt window, expand DNS01 and click Reverse Lookup Zones.
62. Right-click Reverse Lookup Zones and click New Zone.

63. On the Welcome to the New Zone Wizard page, click Next.

64. On the Zone Type page, ensure that Primary zone is selected and click Next.
65. On the Reverse Lookup Zone Name screen, type a network ID in the Network ID text box and click Next.

· Network ID used in this documentation: 10.1.1.
66. On the Zone File page, ensure that Create a new file with this file name is selected and click Next.
67. On the Dynamic Update page, ensure that Do not allow dynamic updates is selected and click Next.

68. On the Completing the New Zone Wizard page, click Finish.

69. In the dnsmgmt window, click Forward Lookup Zones.
70. Right-click Forward Lookup Zones and click New Zone.

71. On the Welcome to the New Zone Wizard page, click Next.

72. On the Zone Type page, ensure that Primary zone is selected and click Next.

73. On the Zone Name page, type a DNS domain in the Zone name box and click Next.

· DNS domain used in this documentation: wwhp.net
74. On the Zone File page, ensure that Create a new file with this file name is selected and click Next.
75. On the Dynamic Update page, ensure that Do not allow dynamic updates is selected and click Next.

76. On the Completing the New Zone Wizard page, click Finish.

Add Host Records

In this section you will create five host name records for the five IP addresses that will be bound to the Web server.

77. In the dnsmgmt window, expand Forward Lookup Zones in the left navigation pane. Right-click wwhp.net and click New Host.

78. In the New Host dialog box, type commerce1 in the Name text box and 10.1.1.51 in the IP address box.
79. Select the Create associated pointer (PTR) record check box and click Add Host. Click OK.
80. Repeat steps 1-3 to create host records with the following information:

· Name: commerce2 / IP Address: 10.1.1.52
· Name: commerce3 / IP Address: 10.1.1.53
· Name: commerce4 / IP Address: 10.1.1.54
· Name: commerce5 / IP Address: 10.1.1.55
81. Click Done and close the dnsmgmt window.
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
