· Only the Microsoft Office Professional Enterprise Edition 2003, offered through Microsoft Volume Licensing, includes Microsoft InfoPath. Microsoft InfoPath is available as a standalone program in all channels (retail, OEM and Microsoft Volume Licensing). 
· Office for Mac editions offered through Microsoft Volume Licensing do not qualify for the Step-up offering.
· Availability of Office System media depends on the specific application and language.
Software Assurance Migration and Step-Up License 
The Enterprise Edition Step-up License, originally offered as a one year promotion on September 1, 2003, will remain available after August 31, 2004.  Customers with Software Assurance, an Enterprise Agreement or Open License Value may migrate from Standard Edition software to Professional or Enterprise Edition software while maintaining their Software Assurance coverage on the product family.  The Step-up License remains available in order to make it easier for customers to upgrade from a Standard to Enterprise Edition without incurring the full cost of licensing two separate software editions. Customers can upgrade their license as their company and needs grow.
 
To obtain the Enterprise Edition Step-up License for Microsoft Office Small Business Edition 2003 and Microsoft Office Standard Edition 2003, customers will need: 

· A Standard or Small Business Edition License for the software with Software Assurance.
Step-up License Availability

A Step-Up license option will be available to Office Standard Edition 2003 or Office Small Business Edition 2003 customers with upgrade protection coverage (Software Assurance or Upgrade Advantage) for the following programs:

· Open License Value 
· Select License (Office Standard only) 
Step-up License Pricing


The Step-up License price is the difference between the License and Software Assurance (L&SA) price of the Microsoft Office Professional Edition and the L&SA price of the Microsoft Office Standard Edition or Microsoft Office Small Business Edition.  For Select License and Open License Value, the Step-up License price may be spread out in equal annual payments for the remainder of the agreement term. 
Step-up License Pricing Example

The example on the next page shows the calculation and annual payments of the Step-up License acquired in the 2nd year of an existing Select License (or Open License Value) agreement.
SE = Standard Edition                                            EE = Enterprise Edition
L = License

L&SA = License and Software Assurance            






· The original Standard Edition payments continue after the acquisition of the Step-up License until the end of the agreement term (annual payment of 1/3 of L + 1 year of SA)

· The Step-up License simply adds the price difference and spreads that price over the remaining years of the agreement term

· The price of the Step-up License corresponds to the remaining years left in the agreement term.

FAQ
Software Assurance Step-Up License 

Q. Can customers who licensed Microsoft Office Standard or Office Small Business Edition under a previous agreement and renewed their Software Assurance under a new agreement acquire the Step-up License?

A. Yes.  If the customer has active Software Assurance for Microsoft Office Standard or Microsoft Office Small Business Edition, then they may acquire the Step-up License for Microsoft Office Professional Edition.

Q. Can the Step-up License be acquired at the next agreement renewal after the start of the Step-up License?

A. Yes, customers may acquire the Step-up License for Microsoft Office Professional Edition as long as Software Assurance coverage for Microsoft Office Standard or Microsoft Office Small Business Edition is renewed in the next agreement. .  

Q. May a customer renew Software Assurance on the Microsoft Office Professional Edition license acquired as part of the Step-up offering?

A. Yes.  Both the License and Software Assurance for the Microsoft Office Professional Edition are acquired under the Step-up License Offering.  When this Software Assurance coverage expires, the customer may renew coverage on the Microsoft Office Professional Edition.

Q. What is the procedure for customers that received the 10-month coverage extension on their Standard Edition software Licenses?

A. Customers that received the 10-month coverage extension on their Standard Edition software Licenses and choose to migrate to the Enterprise Edition may deploy the Enterprise Edition software during the 10-month coverage period. When it is time to renew their Software Assurance coverage on that software License, they will renew Software Assurance for the Standard Edition and acquire the Step-up License for the corresponding years remaining on their current agreement. However, the Enterprise Edition Software Assurance benefits will not apply until the Software Assurance renewal and the Step-up License acquisitions have been made.  
Q. Do the rights of Microsoft Office Standard Edition 2003 customers with Software Assurance to use Microsoft Office Professional Edition 2003 component applications include Microsoft Office applications such as Microsoft InfoPath, Microsoft Access, Microsoft Publisher or Microsoft Business Contact Manager (an add-in for Microsoft Outlook 2003)?

A. No, the right to use Microsoft Office Professional Edition 2003 component applications includes only the four component applications that are available in the Microsoft Office Standard Edition 2003: Microsoft Excel, Microsoft Outlook, Microsoft PowerPoint and Microsoft Word.

Q. If I acquire the step-up License for Microsoft Office Standard, do I migrate to the Microsoft Office 2003 Professional Enterprise Edition, which includes Microsoft Office InfoPath?

A. Yes, the Step-up License provides the right to migrate to Microsoft Office 2003 Professional Enterprise Edition, which includes Microsoft InfoPath.
