1. Load PowerPoint file entitled Mindshare_Media Center_Presentation to the laptop you will be using for your presentation.

2. Download Windows Media Player 10 to the laptop if you want to do a live demo of this software. You can download a free copy of Windows Media Player 10 at http://www.microsoft.com/windows/windowsmedia/mp10/. In this case, you may want to eliminate Slides 6 and 7 from Mindshare_Media Center_Presentation. 
3. Create or load a MovieMaker 2.1 project on to the laptop, if you want to do a live demo of MovieMaker 2.1. If you do not have your own MovieMaker 2.1 project, you may skip that portion of the demonstration or use the sample movie project Andy’s B-day.wmv provided on this CD. You can download a free copy of MovieMaker 2.1 at http://www.microsoft.com/windowsxp/downloads/updates/moviemaker2.mspx. In this case, you may want to eliminate slide 9 from Mindshare_Media Center_Presentation.
4. Practice your presentation so that you can make adjustments to content as necessary. If you would like to modify the presentation to address additional features, you can find screenshots of the Microsoft Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005 user interface at http://www.microsoft.com/presspass/events/digitalentertainment/gallery.asp

The Media Center PC 2005 has all the features and capabilities of a regular Windows XP-enabled PC—including e-mail and Internet capabilities--plus it enables you to enjoy the widest range of home entertainment experiences, including music, photos, TV, and more, from one central location. 
You can also extend your digital media experience to any room in the house with Media Center Extender or Media Center Extender for Microsoft Xbox®. With a Media Extender, you can have a premium Windows® operating system experience in any room—from gaming, video and photo tools, and productivity software and services on the family PC, to a complete home theater experience in the family room. 
Just imagine: You can hook up a webcam to your Media Center PC and video conference with your grandchildren right from your TV!
And, if you want to enjoy movies or recorded TV while you're away from home, you can take all of your digital media with you by using the Portable Media Center.

	The Media Center PC has top-of-the-line components, including a remote control for greater freedom and flexibility when navigating your PC.
	The standard Media Center PC has all the components you would expect in a top-of-the-line computer, including a high-end processor, a high-capacity hard drive, CD-RW and DVD-RW drives, advanced graphics and sound card, TV tuner, and integrated networking. 

Perhaps most importantly, you can choose to purchase a Media Center PC with a remote control.

The remote control is pretty cool. You can use it to control your PC from up to 10 feet away just like you control your TV. That comes in handy if you’re watching a movie on your PC, or even if you just like to kick back and put your feet on the desk when you’re surfing the Web.

Of course, you can also use a mouse and keyboard to control your PC, if you prefer.

Let’s start our tour by looking at Microsoft Windows Media® Player 10, which is included as part of Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005. 
How many of you have used Windows Media Player in the past? Well, then, you’re familiar with the great digital music experience that Windows Media Player provides. 

The good news is that Microsoft has built on that great experience to give Windows Media Player 10 a more intuitive user interface, an incredible selection of music services, and more integration with other devices. 

Windows Media Player 10 has a new streamlined user interface design to help you manage your music. For example, it has built-in features for ripping (or copying) CDs into Windows Media Audio and Video and MP3 files. 

Windows Media Player 10 also introduces the first Digital Media Mall featuring a selection of online music stores and video services—including Napster, MusicNow, MSN Music, and CinemaNow, from right inside the player. You can browse the Digital Media Mall to find, sample, and download music and video from leading online stores and services. You’ll find endless entertainment options right at your fingertips with the services available through Windows Media Player 10. Microsoft is enabling you to pick how you want your music and who you want to purchase it from.

The player also supports over 75 portable music players today with the new Auto Sync feature, enabling the seamless, automatic transfer of music, video, and even recorded TV and photos to supported portable devices. I’ll talk more about one of these devices, the Portable Media Center, later in my presentation.

And, as a bonus, you get the entertaining Windows Dancers to jazz up your Windows desktop.  This collection of over 25 downloadable characters will brighten your day as they dance across your screen to the music of your choice.

	You no longer have to turn to third party applications to burn DVDs. DVD burning is built in to Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005.
	Have More Fun and Keep in Touch With Windows Movie Maker 2.1 With DVD Burning
Windows XP Media Center Edition also includes a number of updates to Microsoft Windows Movie Maker so you can easily capture, edit, and share those home movies of your children and grandchildren.  
Windows Movie Maker 2.1 now supports Digital Video Cameras that use higher-speed USB 2.0 connections, as well as existing FireWire or analog capture devices. Windows Movie Maker 2.1 in Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005 also includes over 100 transitions and effects so you can achieve just the look and feel you want in your movies.  
And what about when you want to share that masterpiece you created of last summer’s family reunion or your niece’s wedding? You can now burn home movies stored on your Media Center PC directly to DVDs so you can easily share your precious memories with family and friends. What a great way to keep in touch with relatives that live out of state!

Now, let’s take a look at the Media Center PC main menu so you get a better sense of the user experience. As you can see, the menu gives you quick access to your favorite digital entertainment including Photos, Music, Videos, and even TV.  
And, when you select one of these options, the Media Center PC displays shortcut Tiles that take you to your most common or recent activities—for example, recently played music or videos. The Media Center is designed from top to bottom to help you be efficient and productive. 

The user interface is simple, so you can find what you want as quickly as possible. 
Let’s look more closely at some of your entertainment options, starting with music.

	Enjoying your Music Collection on Media Center is a snap. With Media Center, all your music is organized in one place—and it’s easier than ever to listen to the music you want and then take it on the go with over 60 portable music players, on CDs or DVDs.
	Be More Productive With My Music

With a Media Center PC, you can enjoy your favorite music without having to shuffle through stacks of CDs to find the music you want. All of your albums, playlists, and downloads are organized in one place accessible from My Music. 

Getting your music collection onto your Media Center PC is a snap. You just pop a CD into the drive, and the Media Center PC automatically recognizes it and can rip (or copy) it into your library.  You'll see it in your Music Library, complete with the album cover art. 
Downloaded music from services such as Napster and MSN Music Service will also show up automatically in your Music Library, complete with Album Art and more.  
Once a CD is in your library, you can search for the music by artist, album, or song title. 

Just enter the first few letters of an artist’s last name or a keyword from a song title. The Search feature will narrow the choices for you as they are entered; you don’t even need to provide complete information.

Here’s another great feature: The more you listen to music in Media Center, the smarter it gets. Media Center takes advantage of Windows Media Player 10 Auto Playlists to automatically create a smart collection of the music you like to listen to. The songs you play most often are automatically rated so that with a single click, you can listen to the music you really want to hear. 
Playlists can also be organized by year or decade, by artist, and more. So if you’re a big fan of music from the ‘40s, you can create a Playlist of all those great swing tunes. With the Media Center PC, you’ll have the right playlist for every mood and special occasion. 


	

	
	Have More Fun With Queues
How many of you like to entertain? And how many of you play music when you have a get-together with friends? 

If you like to set a mood, why not create a music queue for your dinner party? Just add your favorite tunes to the queue, and start the music when your friends arrive. You don’t have to worry about music for the rest of the evening. And if you don't like the order of the songs, you can always change the lineup of music on the currently playing queue of songs.

The Media Center PC makes it easy to burn CDs of your favorite music with the built-in CD/DVD burner. And you can use the CD/DVD Label Maker to design a cool label for your custom made Dinner at the Jones’ CD.

	Viewing, organizing, and sharing your digital photos is easier than ever with Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005, complete with new features not available in any other Windows operating system.
	Keep in Touch With Digital Photos 

If you’re like most people, you are the proud owner of a digital camera. Creating and sharing digital pics has become a national pastime in the last couple of years. Now, viewing, touching up, and sharing photos is simple with the Media Center PC.  

First, you can plug any one of over 250 digital cameras or a wide range of digital film/memory cards into the Media Center, and it will automatically recognize pictures and supported video clips that are stored on the card and offer easy import and viewing of your photos.

Once the pictures are on your Media Center PC, you can create slideshows to share with friends and family. You can even create a music playlist to accompany specific slideshows. Imagine, you can take pictures of your grandkid’s first softball game, set the slide show to Take Me Out to the Ballgame, and, if you have a Media Center Extender, you can watch the show on the TV at your next family gathering. I’ll tell you more about the Extender in a minute.

	Photo Editing Features

For now, let’s look at the photo editing features on the Media Center PC. 
I can easily correct issues with a photo without having to leave the user interface. I can rotate it, correct the contrast, fix Red Eye, and even crop the picture. In fact, Microsoft Research has invented smart cropping that automatically recognizes where the focal points are in the picture (like faces) and crops accordingly. 

I can also preview my changes to see the finished product before I decide whether to save or cancel the adjustments I’ve made.

	Be More Productive and Keep in Touch With My Videos

What about home movies? If you’re like most people, you probably have a dusty collection of home videos that you don’t pull out very often because you can’t find the movie you want to see. 

With a Media Center PC, you can organize and store all of your home movies in a single place. In fact, you can transfer all your videos from a VCR, analog camcorder, or digital video camera to your Media Center PC. You could create home movie collections organized by year, by child, or by event. What better way to archive all of your home movies and get rid of those bulky VHS tapes?  
Of course, you can also burn your home videos to a DVD, so you can pass on the family film collection to your kids and grandkids. The process is exactly like burning music to a CD: Just insert a writable DVD into the CD/DVD drive, name the DVD using the remote control or keyboard, and select the media you want to burn.

	Media Center takes TV to a whole new level with built-in support for recording multiple live TV programs at the same time, support for High Definition TV (HDTV, U.S. only), and innovative new features such as the Movie Finder that enables you to browse through movies just like at the rental store, only without the added cost.

	Have More Fun With Personal Video Recording With Multi-Tuner Option

Here’s some more good news for you: With Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005, most Media Centers will ship with TV tuning and a remote control so that you can pause, rewind, record, and enjoy television when you want and how you want.
Now you don’t have to miss the Antique Roadshow because it’s on at the same time as The Sopranos or that football game. With Windows XP Media Center Edition 2005, you can easily record programs, even while you are watching another live TV program. Recording a TV program is as easy as selecting it and pressing Record. If you want to record an entire series, you simply press the Record Button again. 
Recorded TV programs show up in My TV and your Recorded TV list.  Just click and play. Stop at any point, and Media Center automatically picks up where you left off.
The new Multi-Tuner option for Media Center gives you the freedom to record up to three TV programs at the same time—two in standard, live TV and one in Digital or High Definition TV (on equipped Media Centers).

	The programming guide is free for life; the cost is built into your Windows license. Think about that. Competitors charge $12 a month. If you were to keep that DVR for 5 years it would cost one $720, the same price as an entry level Media Center Edition PC.
	Be More Productive With Electronic Programming Guide (EPG)

To help you plot out what you want to record and what you want to watch on TV, you can use the super-fast Electronic Programming Guide (EPG). Each Media Center PC includes a fast and free built-in Programming Guide that shows what’s on. The programming guide is free for the life of your PC. All you need is a broadband connection.
You can see what TV programs are on at this moment, or at a designated time when you know you’re free to watch TV, or on a particular channel. 

You can also select genre filters to display only specific types of programming content, such as sports, movies, news, specials, or kids. Imagine that! If you’re a fan of nature shows, you can use the Electronic Programming Guide to view all the nature shows on TV.

Everything on the Media Center PC is designed to make it easy for you to get the entertainment you want, when you want.

The Online Spotlight guide offers a comprehensive list of services, including Movielink and CinemaNow for movies, ESPN Motion for sports, and NewsGator for the latest from major news publications. Just think, you no longer have to get in your car and drive to the movie store to rent the latest films. You can download first run movies such as Something’s Gotta Give right from your Media Center PC by using Movielink.

	With a Media Center Extender, your complete digital media library and experience of the Media Center PC are only a few clicks away—no matter where you are in the house. All of the great new features of Media Center Edition 2005 are available on the Extender also —whether it’s dual tuner TV or Windows Instant Messenger support.

	Media Center Extender

Now, it’s great to have access to movies and news, but maybe you don’t want to watch them on your PC. So let’s talk about how you can extend the power of your Media Center PC. 
Windows XP Media Center Extender devices give you the most convenient way to enjoy the digital entertainment you want throughout your home by seamlessly and simultaneously bringing the experience from your Media Center PC to TV screens in multiple rooms. 

The Windows XP Media Center Extender set-top box is a sleek, quiet device that connects to your home TV through a wired or wireless home network, displaying all the rich digital entertainment that resides on your PC.  With an extender, you can share a slide show of your latest vacation, listen to your favorite music playlist, or watch a movie downloaded to your PC, all from the comfort of your family room, the den, the bedroom, or anywhere in your home.

But what about those situations when you want to take your photos, music, and favorite recorded TV programs and movies with you out of your home? What if you want to show slides at your daughter’s house or share music at your next user group event? That’s where Portable Media Center comes in.

	Portable Media Center

Portable Media Centers (PMCs) are a new category of handheld entertainment players that enable you to take your entertainment—whether music, recorded TV shows, movies, home videos, or pictures—from your Media Center PC to anywhere you want to go.

With a Portable Media Center you can:  

· Record your grandchildren’s favorite TV shows and show it to them while you’re traveling in the car on your next road-trip. 
· Store and play up to 160 hours of video, up to 10,000 songs or tens of thousands of pictures (on a 40 GB hard drive with all disk drive space dedicated to either video, audio, or pictures). 
· Play music and videos downloaded from your favorite online service at a friend’s house.
· Connect to a TV or stereo to share videos or pictures on a big monitor. 
Best of all, it’s easy to use. The interface is almost exactly like the interface on your Media Center PC, so you don’t have to master any new navigation to perform the tasks you want to perform.
