	Intro
	Hi. My name is [your name], and I’m here tonight to tell you about a program that can help you capture the best moments in your life on camera. Not only will it help you capture those precious moments. . . it will also help you shape those pictures into the best memories possible. 

Let me just start by asking how many of you own a digital camera or a cell phone that takes pictures. Almost all of you. 

Most of us do nowadays. if you’re like me, you love your digital camera, but you aren’t doing all that you can with the pictures you take. And sometimes that’s just because you can’t even find the picture you want on your computer! 

Well, I have good news for you. Today I am going to tell you how Microsoft Digital Image Suite 10 can help you manage your photos so they’re easy to acquire, organize, fix, and share. Digital Image Suite 10 has some amazing new tools that you can use to edit your photos so they really bring those special memories to life. 

And, when you’re ready to share those special photos, you’ll want to take advantage of the free Windows XP Online Print Wizard. The Wizard enables quick and easy pickup of digital prints at your favorite local retailer. I’ll show you how it works a little bit later in the demo.

	Let’s get started by looking at how Digital Image Suite 10 can help you acquire and organize your digital images.


	

	Acquire Photos:

Import Pictures Wizard


	Naturally, the first step to any photo collecting is to move photos from your digital camera or memory card to your computer.

With Digital Image Suite 10, this process couldn’t be easier. You can use the Import Pictures Wizard to automatically import pictures into the Digital Image Library. 

The Import Wizard prompts you to delete all your photos from your camera or memory card after you’ve downloaded them. This is a great option for people like me who can’t remember whether or not we’ve downloaded photos already.

	Organize Photos:

Digital Image Library
Preview Pictures



	Digital Image Library can also help you manage and organize all your photos.

Once your pictures are in the Library, you can view them by date or by folder. 

At the bottom of the screen you’ll notice the Preview Pane. This pane provides a convenient way to view and edit information about a picture or a set of pictures.

	Add Keywords

5-Star Rating System (Speaking point only)

Note: You could also speak to Keyword Painter if time allows.
	If you’re like me, you easily take dozens of pictures a month. But keeping track of the many pictures of your grandchildren, special vacations, and family events can be a full-time job. 
Digital Image Suite 10 gives you the option to assign one or more keywords to different pictures, and then sort your images by keyword. 

Another option is to rate your photos, using a 5-star rating system. You can use this in conjunction with the keyword system. So, for example, if you take five pictures of the sunset, you can assign the same keyword to all of them, but rank them from 1-5 so it is easy to find the best picture. 

Attaching metadata to a photo makes it very easy to find photos.

	Organize: Flags
	One of my favorite organizational tools available in Digital Image Suite 10 is the new Flags. Say for example, you’ve loaded pictures from your camera to your computer. You don’t have time to edit and sort photos right when you add them to your library. 
Flags enable you to create a Virtual “To Do” list. You can quickly mark each photo with a flag and then you’ll know exactly what to do with it when you come back to the computer. 

Four of the flags are earmarked for the most common tasks: reviewing, touchup, printing and sharing, but you can customize all six flags to suit your needs.

	So let’s talk about the many photos you might flag for Touchup. Sometimes a potentially perfect image is spoiled by the smallest flaw. With Microsoft Digital Image Suite 10, those blemishes and blurs don’t have to be showstoppers.
Microsoft Digital Image Pro 10 provides all the editing tools you need to enhance your digital images, including Auto Fixes that automatically correct the most common photo problems. 
	

	Fix Photos:

Auto Fixes 
	Let’s say you’ve taken some pictures of your family, but you discover when you view them on the computer that several of the pictures didn’t turn out quite right. 

In just a few clicks you can turn a bad photo into a great memory. For example, with Red Eye Auto Fix, you can just click the photo, and the tool automatically detects and corrects any Red-eye problems.

You can also adjust the brightness of an image using Exposure Auto Fix or correct the color balance in an image with Color Auto Fix. Again, you’re just a mouse click away from a perfect memory.

Digital Image Pro also includes Camera Phone Auto Fix to make any photo taken with a cell phone camera look better when viewed on a PC or other mobile device. This Auto Fix eliminates any color casting or visible “noise” in those spontaneous shots captured on the small screen, so they look clear and sharp when printed or viewed on a desktop computer, mobile phone, or other handheld device.

	These quick auto fixes are a great convenience, but if you’re a more serious photographer or you have a picture with a more serious problem, they may not do enough. Digital Image Pro also includes tools for those more sophisticated corrections. Not only that, they’ve made the tools easy to use by consolidating related corrections like exposure, contrast, flash and backlighting into toolsets. 
 
	

	Color and Exposure
	For starters, take a look at the Exposure and Lighting Toolset. The Exposure and Lighting Toolset provides you with all the lighting and exposure tools you need to balance the color of your picture. 

You can easily adjust brightness over various tonal ranges using the easy slider.      
Each toolset is interactive, so you can see how each change you make affects your image AND the other tools in the toolset. So you learn how everything works together as you experiment.

	Color and Saturation

Levels and Curves
Note: You could also talk about the Straighten to a Line feature if time allows. 
	These toolsets aren’t just for fixing problems. You can also use them to enhance an already good photo. For example, you can adjust the color and lighting by using the Color and Saturation Toolset. 
It’s easy to make adjustments with the source lighting slider and color balance, and it is also easy to undo changes if you aren’t happy with the result.
You can also adjust the saturation in a picture by using the Levels and Curves tool. This is a feature that isn’t available even in the professional products and in Digital Image Suite, it is easy to use! If you’re a beginner, you can use the wizard to make these fixes. As your expertise grows, you can use the manual tools for greater control.

	Selection Brush and Mask
	The Selection Brush is another cool tool for the serious photographer. The Selection Brush improves on some features that were in Digital Image 9 (Marquee, Freehand tool, Edge Finder, Magic Wand) by giving you greater control with a brush. Now you can paint in the selection area with different brush sizes, making it easy to fine-tune selections, and you can set the transparency of your selection, allowing you to make partial changes to selected regions of an image. 
After you select out the part of an image you want to change, you can use Smart Erase to eliminate the unwanted. 
Smart Erase is one of my favorite features.  How many times do you end up with something you don’t want in your photo? Well, now with the Selection Brush and Smart Erase you can easily remove it without harming the integrity of the rest of your photo.

	Panoramic Stitching
	Now that I’ve told you about some of the cool editing tools, let me introduce you to some of the other amazing tools in Digital Image Suite. 
One of the greatest new features in Digital Image Suite 10 is Panoramic Stitching. With this nifty tool, you no longer have to decide what view to live without: you can create one image by stitching together multiple images. What makes this feature unique is that you can join images side-by-side or above and below each other using two-dimensional stitching.

	Create:

Templates and Filters
	And what if you want to turn a favorite photo into a Christmas card or embellish it with some artistic touches? Digital Image Suite 10 includes over 3,000 project templates, 200 filter effects filters and 5,000 images for creating one-of-a-kind images. 

With the filters, you can add variations like an impressionist style to your photos of Paris or an antique finish to wedding pictures.

	Print Sharpening
	After you’ve fixed and enhanced your photos, you may want to print them to check your work. But often, what looks like a sharp image on a screen turns out slightly blurred or out of focus when printed. Not any more. 
Digital Image Suite 10 fixes this problem by sharpening the image prior to printing. All you have to do is click Print Sharpening when you send a photo to print, and you’ll get a much crisper image.
The sharpening is not automatically applied to the original file, so you don’t have to worry about sacrificing the screen quality of the original image.

	Online Print Wizard

(You will need Internet Connectivity to demo this step. If you do not have an Internet connection, you can complete this as a speaking point.)
	And here’s another cool print option. If you’re a person who likes to have professional prints of your best shots, you can use the new free Online Print Wizard. It is super easy and convenient to use. 
All you have to do is select the images you want to print and identify the area where you want to pick them up. If you use FujiFilm, they’ll have your prints ready for you in one hour! Just think, you can send them to the store by your house in the morning, and pick them up on your way home from work. Or, if you have relatives you want to send pictures to, you can type in their zip code and just tell them where to go to pick up the pictures.

	Save a Copy for E-mail

	If you’d rather just share pictures electronically, Digital Image Suite 10 includes the option to Save a Copy for E-Mail or the Web. When you select this option, the image can be optimized for appropriate size and quality for online viewing, and saved in JPEG file format.

	Archive Memories

Burn to CD

	When you’ve finished sharing your images, you can archive them. The archival technology in Digital Image Suite 10 will protect your photos and possibly help you save space on your hard drive. You can burn your photo collection to CD or archive it to multiple devices. You even have the option to set up an archive reminder, so that you are prompted to archive photos on a regular basis.

The Archive Pictures Wizard, which is available from the Digital Image Library, walks you through the whole archiving process, letting you select an archive location and other options.
