Subject:  Temporary Software Use Authorization for Affected Educational Institutions
Dear Microsoft US Academic Volume License Institution,

As a result of the major natural disaster that has occurred in certain areas of the USA, Microsoft Licensing GP (“Microsoft”) grants effective immediately by this letter the following exceptional temporary use rights to its educational institution volume licensing customers who have experienced a loss of facilities due to their location in the geographic area as set out within the scope of Presidential Major Disaster Declarations 1602 through 1607, regarding Hurricanes Katrina and Rita, as administered by the Federal Emergency Management Agency, (the "Declared Disaster Area") (see http://www.fema.gov/news/disasters.fema ) ("Affected Educational Institutions"):

Microsoft grants a temporary use right for all Microsoft software available to education volume licensing customers through the volume licensing Product List who currently hold an active volume licensing agreement with Microsoft, or who acquired perpetual rights through a previous volume licensing agreement. This temporary use right will remain valid until June 30, 2006.

The Affected Educational Institution's temporary use rights will extend solely to servers and other devices it owns, leases or is borrowing that --

(i) are in the Declared Disaster Area; 
(ii) are outside the Declared Disaster Area, but that are replacements for devices and servers that were located in the Declared Disaster Area, 

(iii) are either in or outside of the Declared Disaster Area, but which are used to communicate with, collect and/or process data from, or manage other devices which are located in the Declared Disaster Area and 

(iv) are located outside the Declared Disaster Area that are being used by the Affected Educational Institution for its students displaced due to the circumstances of the major natural disaster.
On June 30, 2006 the temporary use rights will cease, unless otherwise extended by Microsoft.  By such date, customers must either order the additional licenses under an existing or new agreement, or remove such software from the devices or servers on which it is being used. 

In order to benefit from the grant of temporary use rights, customers must use the products in accordance with the terms contained in this Authorization and their agreement with Microsoft including the applicable version of the Product Use Rights.  

After the temporary use period has expired, customers may be asked to complete a self-audit questionnaire as specified in their volume licensing agreement.
It is the intent of Microsoft that the terms of this grant of temporary use rights are in compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.  

Customers do not need to do anything formal to accept this Authorization, either now or in the future, other than make use of this grant.  If a customer ever wants to assert the rights provided by any of these provisions, it may use this Authorization as proof of our agreement to them.  We reserve the right to revoke this Authorization, or to amend terms that will affect future rights, but such actions by us shall not affect rights a customer exercised prior to the date of that revocation.  No waiver of conditions set forth in this Authorization shall be binding upon us unless reduced in a writing that is signed by us.  A customer's use of the rights granted under this Authorization represents its acceptance and acknowledgement of the conditions in this Authorization.
