Microsoft Application Home and Portable Use Rights (“Secondary Use Rights”)

Discussion

“Home-Use” allows a licensed Microsoft application user to share the same application license on a work PC as well as a home PC for work-related purposes only.  “Portable-Use” allows a licensed Microsoft application user to share the same application license on a work PC as well as a portable PC for work-related purposes only.  Home and portable PC use rights are known collectively as “secondary use rights”.

Beginning with the introduction of Microsoft Office 97, Home-Use rights were removed from the End User License Agreement (EULA) for Office 97, Office Pro 97 and all individual applications within the Office suite.  This change also affects the EA, and the Select License (versions 4.0, 5.0, and 6.0), and Open License Programs, as home-use rights are no longer available for these products when acquired under these programs.  Portable-Use continues to be available for these products.

Home or Portable-Use rights are available for the following Microsoft applications and their prior versions when acquired under the Select License (versions 4.0, 5.0, and 6.0), and Open License Program: Microsoft Office 95, Microsoft Office Pro 95, Microsoft Excel 7.0, Microsoft Word 7.0, Microsoft PowerPoint 7.0, Microsoft Schedule+ 7.0, Microsoft Access7.0; Microsoft Publisher 3.0; Microsoft Works 4.0; Microsoft Project 4.1; Microsoft FrontPage 1.10.

QUESTION:  Which products have secondary use rights under EA, EA Subscription, Select License (versions 4.0, 5.0 and 6.0), and Open License?

ANSWER:  Under EA, EA Subscription, Select License (versions 4.0, 5.0, and 6.0), and Open License, the general rule is that the primary user of a computer on which a copy of an application product is installed may make a second copy for his or her exclusive use on a portable computer, but not on a home computer.  However, for the following products (and earlier versions of these products), the primary user may make a secondary copy on a portable computer or a home computer: Office 95, Excel 7.0, Word 7.0, PowerPoint 7.0, Schedule+ 7.0, Access 7.0, Publisher 3.0, Works 4.0, Project 4.1, and FrontPage 1.10.   There are no secondary use rights for systems products.
QUESTION:  Do EA, EA Subscription, Select License (versions 4.0, 5.0 and 6.0), and Open License customers have home use rights for Office 97, Office 2000, or Office XP?
ANSWER:  No.  The EA, EA Subscription, Select License (versions 4.0, 5.0, and 6.0), and Open License programs do not allow for home use of Office 97, Office 2000, or Office XP.  This applies to Office 97, Office 2000, and Office XP licenses acquired under the respective programs or prior versions of Office that are upgraded to Office 97, Office 2000, or Office XP via Upgrade Advantage or Software Assurance.
QUESTION: Do secondary use rights expire when the EA, EA Subscription, Select (versions 4.0, 5.0, and 6.0), or Open License agreements end?

ANSWER:  Secondary Use rights do not expire when the EA, Select (versions 4.0, 5.0, and 6.0), and Open License agreements end.  Under these programs, eligible customers retain secondary use rights throughout the term of their Agreement and until such time as the licenses are upgraded under a different license agreement which does not allow for secondary use.  This is different for the EA Subscription program.  Because licenses acquired under the EA Subscription program are non-perpetual, Secondary Use rights expire when the EA Subscription agreement expires.
QUESTION: If I acquired Office XP via Select 3.0, how are Home-Use rights affected if I sign a Select License 5.0 or 6.0 agreement?

ANSWER:  An Office XP license acquired via Select 3.0 retains Home-Use Rights until such time as it is enrolled in the Select License (versions 5.0 or 6.0), or Open License Upgrade Advantage or Software Assurance, or until it is upgraded under a license agreement which does not allow for Home-Use.
