	This is a 10 minute demo that gives a view on the application that we’ve been building. Only the client applications are shown. These are the WebSite, the Reporter’s Windows app, the Administrator’s Windows App and when needed the Compact Framework app and the Microsoft Internet Toolkit Application. 
Just show the app at runtime. NO CODE.


Prep:

To quickly show the apps, create some Shortcuts on you desktop to launch the website, reporter app and the administrator’s application. You can also already install the Compact Framework Reporters app on your Pocket PC and have it connected with Remote Display (http://www.microsoft.com/mobile/pocketpc/downloads/powertoys.asp) running.
I wanted the Pocket PC app to connect to the web services on my laptop. This didn’t work when I specified Localhost in my web references. The thing that did work was to specify the IP address of my laptop. 

1. Launch the Football247.net website.

a. Explain the Windows in the lefthand side of the screen. Explain that the premier league is show and that you can click on tables to see the divisional table.

b. Click on arsenal

i. Click on the news tab and then on the plus sign next to the news item

ii. Click on the players tab and the hover over a name of a player.

c. Log in as joereporter@hotmail.com password:12345. Then browse to a match and click on events and show that there’s a link to add events.

d. Logout, browse to the same match and show that there’s no more link. Explain that we’ve created another UI for the Reporter to report.

2. Open the Reporter Windows App and show how that one works (not adding any real data). This app might be used when a rep is in the press boot at a match.

3. What we think is most likely is that the reporter is in the tribune using his PPC to report on the match.

a. Open the Administrator UI App. Make sure you have the Pocket PPC app with the correct IP address deployed to the device and run it while remote display is also running. Show how to add events.

4. Then explain that reporters need to be assigned to games by our data administrators. (data admins because these guys aren’t there to take backups of databases etc…)

a. Open the Administrators Windows Forms App and show how to assign a reporter to a game.

i. File/Connect/Sign In

ii. Divisions

iii. Premier League

iv. Games

v. Select a game, double click on the arrow next to the game to show the details.

vi. Click on the reporter button.
