Licensing Microsoft® Operations Manager (MOM) 2005 Workgroup Edition
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 Corporate, Academic, and Government* ( Open License ( Select License (  Academic Licensing
*MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition is not available via an Enterprise Agreement.
Starting October 1, 2004, Microsoft is releasing a simplified operations management tool for IT environments with 10 servers or less: Microsoft Operations Manager 2005 Workgroup Edition.  A server license is required for each manager server.  No device management licenses are required.   MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition is designed as a stand alone management tool.  All server components, including the operational database, are installed on one physical machine.
Sample Scenarios
The sample scenarios below illustrate the MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition licensing scheme.  The scenarios assume that all servers have a proper Microsoft Windows® Server/CAL license.  Microsoft® SQL Server™ 2000 can be licensed either on a per processor or server plus CALs basis. The sample scenarios illustrate the per processor licensing.
Scenario 1 - Licensing MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition and Microsoft SQL Server 2000 
The example below is for an infrastructure with one MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition managing three servers:

· Microsoft Windows Server 2003 (with file/print workload)
· Microsoft® Exchange Server 2003
· Microsoft SQL Server 2000.  
This scenario illustrates a case where the customer has licensed Microsoft SQL Server 2000 and MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition separately.

Scenario 2 - Licensing MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition and Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Desktop Engine (MSDE)
For the same environment as Scenario 1, the customer chooses to deploy MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition and MSDE (MSDE  is a free, redistributable version of SQL Server that’s ideal for client applications that require an embedded database, developers learning how to build data-driven applications, and Web sites serving up to 25 concurrent users. FAQs:
Q. Why is Microsoft introducing MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition?

A. MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition introduces the enterprise-class operational management experience for small environments.  MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition will deliver comparable functionality to MOM 2005, by providing server availability and performance monitoring helping to improve the manageability of targeted Windows Server System environments.

Q. Does MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition require Operation Management Licenses (OMLs) for managed devices?

A. No, MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition does not require OMLs.  Only a server license is required for the manager server.  
Q. How many devices can I manage with MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition?

A. MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition is designed to manage up to 10 devices.
Q. Can I connect multiple licensed copies of MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition as part of a network?

A. No, MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition is designed as a stand alone management tool for small IT environments and multiple copies cannot be connected as part of a network.
Q. Can I use MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition as a proxy for other management software?

A. No, MOM 2005 Workgroup Edition is designed as a stand alone management tool and cannot be used as proxy for any other management server software.
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
