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As of April 1, 2006, Microsoft is introducing the Microsoft System Center Standard Server Management License (SML) 2006, which includes the Management Licenses required to secure, backup, and monitor file servers:

· Systems Management Server (SMS) Configuration Management License 2003 (CML): vulnerability security assessments, remote updating, and inventory analysis for servers

· System Center Data Protection Management (DPM) License 2006 (DPML): backup and archive for file servers

· Microsoft Operations Manager (MOM) Standard Operations Management License 2005 (OML): operations management of basic operating system workloads, including file & print and networking
This package is intended to simplify licensing by enabling a complete set of Management Licenses to be acquired as a single purchase at a discount relative to sum of the individual component prices. Each of the individual Management Licenses will still be available for purchase on a stand-alone basis.
Note that this package provides the licenses for the servers that will be managed by SMS, DPM, and MOM. The appropriate management server licenses, including SMS Server 2003, System Center Data Protection Manager Server 2006, and MOM Server 2005 must be purchased separately and deployed for a complete management solution.
MOM Standard versus Enterprise Operations Management License
As of April 1, 2006, we are introducing new Operations Management Licenses for MOM. The new MOM Standard OML is available both stand-alone and as part of the System Center Standard Server Management License. The existing MOM OML is renamed to the MOM Enterprise OML and will continue to be available only on a stand-alone basis. The MOM Standard OML is a subset of the functionality provided by the Enterprise OML - limited to managing basic operating system workloads such as file & print and networking, whereas the MOM Enterprise OML is for managing all applicable workloads, including applications. Which OML is required for a particular device depends on which installed workload(s) you want to manage on that device, not just which workload(s) are installed on that device.  For additional guidance regarding the workloads applicable to each OML, please see the Microsoft Operations Manager 2005 Licensing Brief updated March, 2006.
Sample Scenarios
The sample scenarios below illustrate how the Standard SML 2006 fits in with the overall licensing scheme. The scenarios only include the management license requirements and assume that all servers are properly licensed for the Microsoft Windows Server operating system, and where applicable, the appropriate server applications such as Microsoft Exchange 2003 and SQL Server 2000/ SQL Server 2005. In the case of MOM 2005 and SMS 2003, the examples assume that SQL Server 2000/ SQL Server 2005 is purchased separately to serve as the data repository for the respective products and is run on a separate server. The sample scenarios assume that the MOM and SMS Servers are appropriately licensed for the corresponding SQL Server repositories. For more information related to licensing SQL Server to support MOM and SMS, please refer to the MOM 2005 and SMS 2003 Licensing Briefs. In these examples, MOM is not assumed to be managing the servers which are running the DPM and SMS Management Servers, or the SMS data repository.  If the DPM and SMS Management servers and SMS data repository server were managed by MOM, they would each also require an Enterprise OML.  Example scenario 1 illustrates the management software licensing options for basic operating system workloads. Example scenario 2 illustrates the management software licensing for application workloads.
Scenario 1—Licensing management software for basic operating system workloads
This scenario illustrates a case where the customer wants to fully manage their three file and print servers using MOM 2005, SMS 2003, and DPM 2006. There are two options available for customers to purchase the necessary licenses to accomplish this. Option A illustrates the licensing requirements if only the stand-alone licenses are purchased, whereas Option B illustrates the licensing requirements if the Standard Server Management License is purchased.  
Option A
This option illustrates a case where the customer purchases the stand-alone licenses for MOM 2005, SMS 2003, and DPM 2006 to manage their three file servers. The required licenses are as follows:
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Option B
This option illustrates a case where the customer purchases the System Center Standard Server Management License and any remaining stand-alone licenses for MOM 2005, SMS 2003, and DPM 2006 to manage their three file servers. The required licenses are as follows:
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Scenario 2—Licensing management software for application workloads
For the same environment as Scenario 1, the customer chooses to deploy different workloads on each of the three servers that they are managing—one of the servers is still a file server, while the other two are running application workloads, including Microsoft Exchange Server 2003 and Microsoft SQL Server 2000/ SQL Server 2005. The required licenses are as follows:

Frequently Asked Questions:

Why is Microsoft introducing the System Center Standard Server Management License (SML)?

Based on customer feedback, Microsoft is introducing the Standard SML 2006 to provide a simpler and more economical way for comprehensive management of file servers with MOM 2005, SMS 2003, and DPM 2006. 
Are the management licenses included in the System Center Standard Server Management License (SML) also available on a stand-alone basis?

Yes, the MOM 2005 Standard OML, SMS 2003 CML, and DPM 2006 DPML may all be purchased on a stand-alone basis, in addition to being available as part of the Standard SML package. 
Does identifying the SML as a Standard edition mean that an Enterprise SML will be introduced in the future?

Microsoft is investigating the creation of an Enterprise SML, but no definite plans have been made. 
If I currently own one or two of the three component management licenses (MOM 2005 Standard OML, SMS 2003 CML, or DPM 2006 DPML) in the Standard SML, could I upgrade to the Standard SML?

No. To add the management license(s) that you do not already own to your managed server, you could either purchase it (them) as stand-alone, or purchase a Standard SML 2006 for the server in question and reassign your existing license(s) to (a) different server(s) (or desktop/laptop in the case of SMS CML). For example, if you currently own a MOM 2005 Standard OML and SMS 2003 CML, you could either purchase a stand-alone DPM 2006 DPML and assign it to the managed server or purchase a Standard SML 2006, assign it to the managed server, and reassign your MOM 2005 Standard OML and SMS 2003 CML to (a) different server(s) (or desktop/laptop in the case of SMS CML).
Can I upgrade the MOM 2005 Standard OML included in the Standard SML 2006 to a MOM 2005 Enterprise OML?

No. The components of the Standard SML 2006 are sold as a single license for use on a single server. Additionally, since DPM 2006 can only manage the file workload, a MOM 2005 Enterprise OML would not be necessary.

Can I downgrade from the Standard SML 2006 to one or more of the component licenses if I change the workload running on my server to a workload other than the file workload?

No. You can reassign your Standard SML 2006 license to a different file server that you want to manage, and then purchase and assign the appropriate management licenses to the server in question.

If I’m enrolled in upgrade protection coverage (Upgrade Advantage, Software Assurance, Enterprise Agreement) for one or more of the three component management licenses (MOM 2005 Standard OML, SMS 2003 CML, or DPM 2006 DPML) in the SML, do I have any rights to upgrade to the Standard SML 2006?

No. Your upgrade protection coverage only applies to the individual licenses for which you have active upgrade protection coverage. For example, if you have Software Assurance on a SMS 2003 CML license, you would have upgrade benefits related to future releases of SMS only, not to the SML or any other components. You would need to purchase a Standard SML 2006 with Software Assurance to have upgrade benefits to any and all management license components in the Standard SML.
If I purchase a Standard SML 2006 with Software Assurance, which of the three component management licenses (MOM 2005 Standard OML, SMS 2003 CML, or DPM 2006 DPML) in the SML do I have upgrade rights to?

Any and all of the three component management licenses. For example, if you have active Software Assurance on your Standard SML 2006 and a new version of SMS is released, you would have upgrade rights to the new version of the SMS CML included in the Standard SML.
Can I assign the component licenses of the Standard SML 2006 to more than one device?

No. The components of the Standard SML 2006 are sold as a single license for use on a single device. 
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
