Academic Curriculum License
1.  Introduction

Microsoft Corporation (“Microsoft”) makes certain source code for the Windows CE embedded operating system (“Code”) publicly available under the terms of the Microsoft Shared Source License Version 1.0 for Windows CE, which is currently posted at http://www.microsoft.com/windows/embedded/ce.net/evaluation/sharedsource/eula.asp.  Additionally, Microsoft’s Windows Embedded Academic Program makes available certain Official Courseware (“Courseware”).  

The purpose of this Windows Embedded Academic Curriculum License (this “Curriculum License”) is to provide professors and instructors at eligible colleges and universities additional rights to enable them to use the Code and Courseware to create academic textbooks and course materials.  

This Curriculum License is a legal agreement.  You must agree to all the terms and conditions of this Curriculum License in order to use the Code as provided in this Curriculum License.  If you do not agree, no license is granted to you under this Curriculum License.  Please print out this form, sign to indicate your agreement, and supply the additional information in the spaces provided.  

2.  Eligibility

In order to be eligible under this Curriculum License, you must meet all of the following requirements:  

(a) You must be a professor or instructor affiliated with an accredited two or four-year college or university. 

(b) All the information you provide in connection with this Curriculum License must be accurate and complete.  

3.  License Grants

If you meet the eligibility requirements in section 2 above, you may use the Code or Courseware or both to create text books and course materials in either print or electronic form (“Work”) subject to the following limitations:

(a) No more than seventy-five percent (75%) of any Work may consist of Code or Courseware or both.  

(b) Each Work containing Code or Courseware or both must provide attribution as follows:  “Microsoft Windows CE source code is reprinted with permission from Microsoft Corporation.”  The attribution must appear either on the first page of the Work or on any page, preceding the table of contents, on which copyright notices appear.  

(c) If any Microsoft product(s) is mentioned in a Work, the full name of the Microsoft product(s) should be used at the first and most prominent mention, or as soon as practicable thereafter, and the trademark(s) should be noted as they appear on our product(s).  A footnote attributing trademark ownership to Microsoft should also be used.  

(d) You shall not use any Code, Courseware or other copyrighted material, product name(s), or corporate name in a way that would disparage Microsoft or any of its products or indicate Microsoft sponsorship, affiliation or endorsement of you or your college or university.

4.  Distribution

4.1  If you meet the eligibility requirements in section 2 above, you may copy Courseware in unmodified form and distribute those copies so long as you do not collect any fee or charge for such copies other than reimbursement for the reasonable cost of reproduction.  

4.2  You must obtain permission from Microsoft in order to distribute a Work containing Code or Courseware or both, regardless of whether you would charge for the Work.  To request permission, you may send either an electronic copy of the Work to wemap@microsoft.com or a printed copy of the Work to the Windows Embedded Academic Program, 27/1101, Microsoft Corporation, One Microsoft Way, Redmond WA 98052.  Microsoft will endeavor to provide a response within 30 days of receipt of this Work.  Permission may not be presumed or inferred from Microsoft’s failure to respond, notwithstanding any suggestion or statement to the contrary by an author, publisher or other person or entity.  

5.  Other Terms

5.1  If Microsoft provides you any additional Windows CE source code and indicates that such code is subject to this Curriculum License, then that code constitutes “Code” within the meaning of this Curriculum License.

5.2  The Microsoft Shared Source License Version 1.0 for Windows CE that you agreed to in acquiring or installing the Code remains in effect except as modified by this Curriculum License.  Microsoft reserves all rights not expressly granted in that Microsoft Shared Source License Version 1.0 for Windows CE or in this Curriculum License.
