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Overview

Microsoft® Host Integration Server 2004 (HIS2004) is the next version to Microsoft Host Integration Server 2000.  With HIS2004, customers will have the choice of HIS2004 Standard Edition for core host access services, or a new edition HIS2004 Enterprise Edition for enterprise application integration capabilities.  In addition, we will continue to offer a Developer Edition (available thru MSDN Enterprise and MSDN Universal subscriptions) and a free 120-day Evaluation Edition. This document will help answer questions relating to HIS2004 pricing and licensing.

Microsoft Host Integration Server Pricing and Licensing Questions

Q: What are the differences between the Microsoft Host Integration Server Editions?

A: Microsoft offers HIS2004 in various editions. HIS2004 Standard Edition (STD) is designed for customers who need core host access services for network, data, and security integration. HIS2004 Standard Edition functionality includes Network Integration support that provides SNA Gateway Services (SNA, HPR/IP-DLC, SDK APIs, 3720 and 5250 Clients), Host Print Services and TN3270/TN5250 Services; Data Integration support that includes providers for DB2 and host file systems such as VSAM; and Security Integration support that provides bi-directional Single Sign-On between Windows Active Directory and IBM host security systems (i.e. RACF, ACF-2 , Top Secret and the OS/400 based security). The STD edition also provides support for 3rd party password synchronization adapters such as the one built by Proginet. 
HIS2004 Enterprise Edition will provide customers with the same core host access services included in the Standard Edition and extended Enterprise Application Integration services. The extended Enterprise Application Integration services include Transaction Integrator (TI) for Windows and Host-Initiated processing of IBM mainframe CICS and IMS and AS/400 applications, and the MSMQ-MQSeries Bridge for asynchronous messaging support between Windows message oriented applications using MSMQ and IBM message oriented applications using MQ (previously known as MQSeries).

Both HIS2004 STD and HIS2004 ENT support fail-over and scale-out. In addition, HIS2004 DEV is available for dev/testing purposes, and HIS2004 EVAL is free for evaluation purposes for 120 days.
Q: How is HIS licensed?

A: Microsoft Host Integration Server ENT and STD Editions are licensed on a per processor basis. A processor license is required for each processor on which you install any component of HIS. However, certain tools and components may be installed on a separate device without acquiring a processor license—these components are explained in more detail below.

Microsoft Host Integration Server DEV is licensed per user for development and testing purposes only. HISS04 DEV is only available through MSDN Enterprise or MSDN Universal Subscription. 
Q: How is HIS licensed on computers that have more than one CPU?

A: HIS2004 ENT and STD will naturally use all of the CPUs in the server. The number of licenses of HIS ENT and STD that must be licensed is always the exact number of CPUs in the server, except for processors that are made inaccessible to any operating system copy upon which HIS2004 is set up to run (for example, through hardware partitioning solutions).  Certain components may be installed on separate devices without purchasing an additional processor license – those components are described below.
Q: Do I need licenses for each device on which I install client tools and components?

A: You are required to have a valid processor license for each processor on which you install any component of the “server” software. However, you may install “client” and “additional” software on any number of internal devices, for use solely in conjunction with the HIS Server components installed on the server.  Customers cannot use the client pieces of HIS to connect directly to the host.

Please see below for more information regarding the “Master Secret Server” SSO exception.

Q: May I install the data providers and connect directly to the data source?

A: The data providers are included as client software, and may only be installed on client machines to be used in conjunction with the HIS Server components installed on the server.  Customers cannot use the data providers of HIS to connect directly to a data source.  

Q: May I install “Master Secret Server” SSO component on a separate server?

A: In certain cases, the preferred/recommended architecture may require you to install the “Master Secret Server” Single Sign-On (SSO) component on a separate server for security purposes. Hence, for each HIS2004 processor license you own, you may install a single instance of the Master Secret Server component on a separate server (in a 1:1 processor ratio).

For example, you may acquire four processor Licenses of HIS2004 STD, install the Master Secret Server on two two-processor boxes (four processor HIS licenses = four processor Master Secret Server), and cluster the two Master Secret Server boxes for increased reliability.
Q: What are the software requirements for HIS?

A: All versions of HIS2004 run on Microsoft Windows 2000 Server and Microsoft Windows Server 2003. In addition, HIS2004 Dev runs on Microsoft Windows XP Professional for development purposes. HIS2004 client software runs on Microsoft Windows 2000, Microsoft Windows 2003, and Microsoft Windows XP Professional.  Some features of HIS2004 may require Microsoft SQL Server 2000 or MSDE 2000, such as DB2 DistributedTransactions over TCP/IP and Transaction Integrator Host-Initiated Processing services. Q: Is ISV pricing available for HIS2004?

Q: Is SPLA pricing available for HIS2004?

A: HIS2004 ENT and STD are available through the SPLA program. Go to http://www.microsoft.com/serviceproviders/licensing/default.asp for more information on the SPLA program.

Q: How do customers license an upgrade from HIS 2000 to HIS 2004?

A: HIS 2000 customers with upgrade protection (UA/EA/SA) on their licenses may upgrade to either HIS2004 ENT or HIS2004 STD.  However, at the end of the term of the customer’s upgrade protection, the customer may only renew upgrade protection on the particular edition of HIS2004 they selected for their upgrade – i.e., if a customer upgrades to HIS2004 ENT, when the customer’s Software Assurance agreement ends, they may only renew Software Assurance on HIS2004 ENT.   

Microsoft recommends covering all of your server products with Software Assurance. Customers with SA coverage enjoy comprehensive technology protection, predictable budgeting, and the ability to upgrade without the need to make additional purchases. In addition, Software Assurance provides additional technical support, training, and tools to help customers deploy and administer their solutions.
Q: If I buy HIS2004 STD, can I upgrade to HIS2004 ENT at a later date? 
A: Customers who purchase HIS2004 Standard Edition with Software Assurance may upgrade to Enterprise Edition by purchasing a discounted “step-up” SKU. The price of the step-up SKU is essentially the difference between a fully priced Enterprise Edition and the price of a Standard Edition license.  Customers must have Software Assurance to purchase the step-up SKU.
