Functionality

With a Memorandum of Understanding from the national or sub-national government, eligible schools can sign a School Agreement with special Partners in Learning pricing. Eligible schools can receive a free upgrade to Windows XP Professional Upgrade for new and current installed base computers. Eligible schools also have the option to acquire Office XP Professional for both new and current installed base computers for U.S.$2.50 (ERP) per license per year. As with any School Agreement license, schools can acquire each product individually with no requirement to acquire the other.
