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TITLE of your book report

A book report is one form of persuasive writing; it’s an opportunity to give your opinion or reaction about a book you have read.  It can be as short as a single paragraph, or it can be longer.  Your first step in writing a book report is to read your book carefully and thoughtfully.  If you need to, take notes to help you remember important points.

Next, decide if you want to write about the plot, characters, setting, or theme of the story.  Then, write a topic sentence for each paragraph, and include several supporting ideas within the paragraph.  

Make sure you include the title of the book and the author’s name someplace in the report.  Close with your opinion of the book, and whether or not you would recommend it to others. [image: image1..pict]
