Licensing Microsoft® Operations Manager (MOM) 2005 under SPLA
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Microsoft Operations Manager (MOM) 2005 will deliver open and scalable enterprise-class operational management by providing comprehensive event management, proactive monitoring and alerting, reporting and trend analysis, and system and application specific knowledge and tasks to improve the manageability of Windows Server System environments.

Starting December 1, 2004, Microsoft Operations Manager 2005 will be licensed on a device management license basis through the use of a Subscriber Access License (SAL).  A Subscriber Access License (SAL) is required for each manager server.  In addition, an Subscriber Access License (SAL) is required for each managed device.  Service Providers continue to have the option to acquire MOM 2005 with SQL Server™ 2000 Technology in addition to the stand alone version of MOM 2005.   

Please note that those service providers who purchase MOM 2000 previous to December 1st, 2004  and continue to use MOM 2000, may continue reporting that usage using the previous processor license model, corresponding SKUs, and associated pricing.  Once MOM 2005 is installed, the following licensing model must be applied.

	MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology SAL
	Permits one copy of MOM 2005 software to be installed on a single server and

permits one copy of Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Technology to be used exclusively in support of  MOM 2005 and Microsoft Systems Management Server primary site server 


Sample Scenarios
The sample scenarios below illustrate the MOM 2005 licensing scheme.  The scenarios assume that all servers have a valid SPLA obtained Microsoft Windows® license.
Scenario 1 - Licensing MOM 2005 and Microsoft SQL Server 2000 on two separate physical machines
This scenario illustrates a case where the Service Provider has licensed Microsoft SQL Server 2000 and MOM 2005 separately and installed Microsoft SQL Server 2000 on a separate physical machine. The example below is for an infrastructure with one MOM 2005 server managing three servers:

· Microsoft® Windows® Server 2003 (with file/print workload)
· Microsoft® Exchange Server 2003 
· Microsoft SQL Server 2000.

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Scenario 2 - Licensing MOM 2005 and Microsoft SQL Server 2000 on the same physical machine

For the same environment as Scenario 1, the Service Provider chooses to deploy the Microsoft SQL Server 2000 on the same machine as MOM 2005.  The required licenses are as follows:
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Scenario 3 - Licensing MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology on two separate physical machines

For the same infrastructure example as in Scenario 1, Service Providers may choose to license MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology. The licensing requirements in this scenario would be as follows:
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Scenario 4 - Licensing MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology on a single physical machine
For the same infrastructure example as in Scenario 1, Service Providers that choose to license MOM 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology and deploy Microsoft SQL Server 2000 on the same physical machine as MOM 2005 have the following licensing requirements:

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FAQs:

Q. Why is Microsoft changing the MOM licensing model?

A. Based on customer feedback, Microsoft is introducing server plus device management licenses with MOM 2005 to provide a simpler licensing model, reducing complexity. 

Q: Does MOM 2005 require Application Management Pack (AMP) Licenses?

A: MOM 2005 does not require AMP Licenses.  Management Packs will ship with the new release of each respective Microsoft application.  In addition, current management packs are available to MOM 2005 Service Providers at no additional charge.
Q. Are there any restrictions on the use of Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Technology licensed under Microsoft Operations 2005 with SQL Server 2000 Technology?
A. Yes. The Microsoft SQL Server Technology licensed through this product offering may not be used as a stand-alone Microsoft SQL Server deployment or with any other application besides MOM 2005 and Microsoft Systems Management Server 2003.

Q. If I choose to continue to use my existing MOM 2000 software and not migrate to MOM 2005, how do I report my licenses?
A. Service providers who purchased MOM 2000 previous to December 1st, 2004  and continue to use MOM 2000, may report that usage using the previous processor license model, corresponding SKUs, and associated pricing.  Once MOM 2005 is installed, the licensing model outlined above must be applied.
