Microsoft Office Live Communications Server 2003 supports Microsoft Windows accessibility features including StickyKeys, FilterKeys, MouseKeys, SerialKeys, and ToggleKeys.  These functions are available to all applications installed on Microsoft office Live Communications Server 2003.

Keyboard access is provided throughout Microsoft Office Live Communications Server 2003.  Keyboard shortcuts, shortcut keys, and menu commands are readily available in Live Communications Server 2003.

Live Communications Server 2003 Help functionality includes easily accessible reference guides for keyboard accessibility.

 
	Accessibility limitations occur when navigating or selecting certain options while using the product Setup Wizard dialogs to install Microsoft Office Live Communications Server 2003 and the RTC Server uninstall wizard.  

These occurrences are solved by minor workarounds including the use of hot keys to highlight selections and tabbing to get button focus.
