	(a) When software is designed to run on a system that has a keyboard, product functions shall be executable from a keyboard where the function itself or the result of performing a function can be discerned textually.
	Supported with exceptions.
	Although most functionality in the Systems Management Server (“SMS”) 2003 administrative user interface is keyboard accessible, there are some specific instances within dialogs that can not be accessed strictly with the keyboard.  Also, the column sort feature in Status Message Viewer is not keyboard accessible.  Some menu items do not have hotkeys.  In two dialogs radio buttons are not properly grouped.    

All other items are. 

	(b) Applications shall not disrupt or disable activated features of other products that are identified as accessibility features, where those features are developed and documented according to industry standards. Applications also shall not disrupt or disable activated features of any operating system that are identified as accessibility features where the application programming interface for those accessibility features has been documented by the manufacturer of the operating system and is available to the product developer.


	Supported with exceptions
	The majority of all setup and administrative functions work with accessibility features enabled.  There is one exception with Inspect Objects in product setup, and some exceptions in the administrative user interface with high contrast enabled.

	(c) A well-defined on-screen indication of the current focus shall be provided that moves among interactive interface elements as the input focus changes. The focus shall be programmatically exposed so that Assistive Technology can track focus and focus changes.

	Recovery tasks visited in the “Recovery Expert”, do not follow color guidelines.



	(d) Sufficient information about a user interface element including the identity, operation and state of the element shall be available to Assistive Technology. When an image represents a program element, the information conveyed by the image must also be available in text.

	There is a context menu absent.  For large fonts some checkboxes do not appear aligned and in some menus full lines are not selected.

In some dialogs the example text and warning messages are in the wrong location.  In one dialog, there is no example text.  In another dialog, text is not included in the tab order. 

	(g) Applications shall not override user selected contrast and color selections and other individual display attributes.

	(h) When animation is displayed, the information shall be displayable in at least one non-animated presentation mode at the option of the user.
