LSU Healthcare Network Leads Rebuilding of New Orleans with Electronic Health Record from Allscripts

As the physician staff of the primary “safety net” clinics in New Orleans, Baton Rouge and Lafayette, LSUHN serves the neediest patients in Southeast Louisiana, the region hardest hit by Hurricane Katrina.
