 Media Details for Coverage of Chinese President Hu's Visit to Greater Seattle on April 18, 19
Below are more details on the visit of President Hu Jintao’s visit to Greater Seattle Tuesday, April 18 and Wednesday, April 19.  We have listed the information chronologically broken down by events. Note that there is contact information for each event should you have detailed questions about those particular events. In some cases, additional information about the event and venue will be sent at a later time. If you have any general questions, please contact Sam Kaplan. 

Remember You can pick up the Chinese issued badges at the offices of the Trade Alliance (1301 Fifth Avenue, 25th Floor, downtown Seattle) from 10:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m. on Monday, April 17. They can also be picked up on Tuesday, April 18 from 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. For those wanting to cover the arrival of President Hu at Paine Field on Tuesday, April 18, you will need to pick up your Chinese Government media badges on the 17th. The Chinese Government media badges will be in addition to the media badges that will be issued to you at each event open to the media during President Hu’s visit. At each event, remember to bring government issued photo ID and the Chinese issued badges. Media without these pieces of identification will not be allowed into the various events below.

What:              A Friendship Luncheon in Honor of Chinese President Hu Jintao. The President will give a significant policy speech to invited guests at a luncheon which begins at 11:00 a.m. at the Future of Flight on Wednesday, April 19. 

When             Media who have applied for special credentials and have equipment such as television and still photo cameras must be at the Future of Flight by 7:00 a.m. and all equipment must be in place NO LATER than 7:30 a.m.  All other media who have applied for special credentials but do not have equipment to check in, must be at the Future of Flight by 7:30 a.m. in order to go through security.  All media must be checked in by 8:00 am. 

 Where:           Please come through the front door of the Future of Flight. Guides and signage will point you to the media registration desk which will be on your right as you enter the doors. At this media registration desk you will receive your credentials. You will need to bring your organization’s media identification and picture ID. From there, media with equipment will be escorted to the gallery (main floor) to place their equipment in the media section of the room. Limited parking is available adjacent to the Future of Flight.  Overflow parking will be available at Boeing, lot W-5, with shuttle service to the Future of Flight provided.  Volunteers will be on-site to direct guests to this parking lot as needed.  

Satellite Trucks:      Media who want to use satellite trucks for a live feed at this event need to set up their cable on Tuesday, April 18 and must be set up before 6:30 p.m. Any other satellite trucks must be set up by 6:00 a.m. on Wednesday, April 19.  You can contact Scott Falkin FOF, Mitchell Boyce TPN for help and guidance once you arrive. If you are bringing a satellite truck, please contact me by noon of Monday, April 17. There is limited space and it will be provided on a first come first serve basis. 

Press Room:     A press room , the Fore & Aft Cabin,  will be available for use with wireless capability so you can work while waiting for the lunch to begin.  Food and beverages will also be available in the press room. There will be signage directing you to the press room.
