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Using the High-Fidelity Presentation (HFP) Recording
Learn how to use the HFP recording. HFP is the new recording format created for Microsoft Office Live Meeting 2007. 
System requirements

System requirements for Microsoft Office Live Meeting 2007 and the playback of the HFP recording can be found at Office Online: http://office.microsoft.com/en-us/livemeeting/HA102019781033.aspx
Extract the HFP recording
The HFP recording will be received as a single zip file that is comprised of many separate files. For the replay to work properly, it is important to maintain the file structure when the files are extracted from the zip file.
To use the HFP recording
1. The HFP recording will be contained in a single zip file that is named by using the following format: (Month_Day_Time_Event_Title.zip, May_11_15.12_Contoso_Monthly_Meeting.zip)
2. To extract the files and folders and to ensure that the original file directory structure stays intact, follow these procedures:
a. Right-click the compressed folder, and then click Extract All.

b. In the Compressed (zipped) Folders Extraction Wizard, specify where you want to store the extracted files.
3. The HFP files and structure can be posted on the Web, a SharePoint® site, or a server directory to allow distribution of the recording.

Play the HFP recording
To play the HFP recording
1. Navigate to the directory that contains the HFP files and structure. 
2. Double click Start.htm.
3. If a security banner is displayed at the top of the browser window, click the banner, click Allow Blocked Content, and then in the Security Warning window, click Yes.
4. The HFP recording will be displayed.

5. Navigate the HFP recording as follows:

a. The upper left-hand corner will display any speaker video.

b. Under the speaker video, the slides are displayed in the content pane. Click a slide to start the replay at that slide.

c. Under the speaker video, the different speaker videos are displayed. If there was more than one speaker during the event who displayed video, that content can be selected.

d. Slides are displayed in the right-hand area of the HFP browser.

6. Use the replay controls at the bottom of the window to manage playback of the recording. 
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
