Microsoft® BizTalk® Server 2004 (BTS04) is the next version to Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002. This document will help answer your questions on BTS04 pricing and licensing.

Microsoft BizTalk Server ENT, STD, and PAR Editions are licensed on a per processor basis. A processor License is required for each processor on which you install any component of BTS (for example, Rules Engine). However, certain tools and components may be installed on a separate device without acquiring a processor License—these components are explained in more detail below.
Microsoft BizTalk Server DEV is licensed per user for development and testing purposes only. BTS04 DEV is also available through MSDN Universal Subscription. BTS04 DEV includes a copy of Visual Studio.NET Professional, which may only be used in conjunction with BTS04 dev/testing purposes.
An example of how a customer would license BTS04 ENT/STD/PAR and BTS04 DEV is as follows:

Many customers who deploy Microsoft BizTalk Server implement separate development, testing, and production environments for their BTS04 solution. For the development and testing environments, you need a user license for each developer/tester, which you can obtain through either BTS DEV or MSDN Universal Subscription. For the production environment, you need a valid processor License of BTS04 ENT, STD, or PAR for each processor on which you install each edition of BTS04.
You can find more-detailed information later in this document.
Microsoft BizTalk Server Pricing and Licensing Questions
Q: What are the differences between the Microsoft BizTalk Server Editions?

A: Microsoft offers BTS04 in various editions. BTS04 ENT is designed for customers with enterprise-level requirements for high volume, reliability and availability. BTS04 STD is designed for businesses with moderate volume and connection requirements. BTS04 PAR is designed for small trading partners needing to connect to a large hub. In addition, BTS04 DEV is available for dev/testing purposes, and BTS04 EVAL is for free evaluation purposes.

Customers that need a highly available solution for mission critical processes should consider the Enterprise Edition. For customers that do not require high availability, Standard or Partner Editions may be the best options with the focus being the number of trading partners or applications being connected.

Q: What is the definition of an internal application and a trading partner?

A: Although this definition is not in the EULA or Product Use Rights (PUR), we define an internal application as a distinct application that runs on a single logical machine within the firewall of an organization. We do not require customers to count each end-device or application, just the application that integrates directly with Microsoft BizTalk Server. For example, this means customers who have BTS04 STD edition can connect to an ERP system, a CRM System, a SCM System, a legacy app on the mainframe, and a database as five distinct internal applications under the STD license. As another example, this also means that customers who have BTS04 STD Edition could make a single internal connection to another EAI product that in turn brings together data from seven other applications or databases. In this scenario, that would only count as one internal connection, not seven.

Although this definition is not in the EULA or PUR specifically, we define a trading partner as a distinct parent entity across the Internet. We do not require customers to count each end-device, application or logical machine, just the parent entity that integrates directly with Microsoft BizTalk Server from across the firewall. For example, a customer who is using BTS04 STD edition to connect to a large trading partner that has three divisions, each located at different sites around the world, needs only one external trading partner connection, not three.

Q: What exactly does “scale-out” versus “fail-over” mean?

A: In a large BTS04 deployment, two key considerations ensure redundancy in all areas of the architecture and manage significant message volume:

First, on the front end (the computers running the BTS04 services that are actually performing the business document transformation, routing, and business process management work), it is normally desired to have two or more computers pulling from the centralized processing queue, so that if one fails, the remaining computer(s) are still processing work. This provides both “scale-out” and “fail-over” for the BTS04 computers. The BTS04 boxes do not need to be MSCS clustered as fault tolerance is automatically provided in redundant configurations. BTS04 ENT is the only edition that supports using more than one computer to share BTS04 load.

Second, on the back end (the computer(s) on which the Microsoft SQL Server™ processing queue is located, and from which one or more front end computers are pulling from), it is also desirable to have “fail over” should the computer running the Microsoft SQL Server service fails. This is a standard active/passive Microsoft SQL Server clustering scenario utilizing MSCS, and logically is completely separate from the BTS04 computer(s) in operation. This is what we are referring to as “fail-over” clustering. Microsoft SQL Server Enterprise is the only edition that offers fail-over clustering ability. Note that you may use BTS04 ENT, STD, or PAR with Microsoft SQL Server Enterprise for fail-over capability on the back end. It is also often desirable to “scale-out” the Microsoft SQL Servers by providing more than one computer running Microsoft SQL Server to support multiple message boxes. BTS04 ENT is the only edition that offers scale-out ability and multiple message boxes.
Q: How is BTS licensed on computers that have more than one CPU?

A: BTS04 ENT will naturally use all of the CPUs in the server. The number of licenses of BTS ENT that must be licensed is always the exact number of CPUs in the server, except for processors that are made inaccessible to any operating system copy upon which BTS04 is set up to run (that is, through hardware partitioning solutions).

BTS04 STD and PAR are limited to only one processor. The BTS04 Engine is technically limited to use only one processor on the server, even if it consists of multiple processors. For deployments where the BTS04 Engine is used, you only need to buy one processor license, regardless of the number of processors on the server. If you are installing and utilizing the Rules Engine or Enterprise Single Sign-on features as stand-alone features without the BTS04 Engine, you should ensure you are installing and utilizing those features on a single processor.

Q: Do I need licenses for each device on which I install tools and components?

A: You are required to have a valid processor license for each processor on which you install any component of the “server” software. However, you may install “client” software on any number of internal devices, for use solely in conjunction with the server software.

You may also install and use the following tools and components to use in conjunction with your BTS04 server solution:

· Administration and Monitoring Tools

· Development Tools

· Business Activity Services

Business Activity Services runs on Microsoft Windows SharePoint™ Services (WSS), which is a component of Microsoft Windows Server 2003. You will need a valid Microsoft Windows Server 2003 License for your WSS deployments, which must be acquired separately from your Microsoft BizTalk Server License.

Please see below for more information regarding the “Master Secret Server” SSO exception.

Q: May I install “Master Secret Server” SSO component on a separate server?

A: In certain cases, the preferred/recommended architecture may require you to install the “Master Secret Server” Single Sign-On (SSO) component on a separate server for security purposes. Hence, for each BTS04 processor License you own, you may install a single instance of the Master Secret Server component on a separate server (in a 1:1 processor ratio).

For example, you may acquire four processor Licenses of BTS04 ENT, install the Master Secret Server on two two-processor boxes (four processor BTS Licenses = four processor Master Secret Server), and cluster the two Master Secret Server boxes for increased reliability.

For BTS04 STD and PAR, the Master Secret Server cannot be clustered or shared by multiple BTS04 servers. For example, for each BTS04 STD or PAR processor License, you can install the Master Secret Server on a separate one-processor box. However, no more than one BTS04 STD or PAR instance can point to the same Master Secret Server. Nor can you cluster any instance of the Master Secret Server.

BTS04 ENT is the only edition that supports clustering of the Master Secret Server.

Q: Can I install and use the Microsoft BizTalk Rules Engine (BRE) in client scenarios?

A: No. Only server-side usage of the Microsoft BizTalk Rules Engine (BRE) is available. Examples of server-side usage include using the Business Rules Engine inside Microsoft BizTalk Server Orchestrations, ASP.NET applications, and Microsoft Windows Services that run in a server environment. However, the Rules Composer is considered a client tool and may be installed on a separate internal client device to support development and testing of your BRE server solution, as part of your BTS04 processor License (see tools installation above). For example, you may install the Rules Composer tool on a computer to create and test business rules against your server-side BRE solution. All technical support and licensing for the Microsoft BizTalk Rules Engine is only for server-side solutions.  Note that you need to acquire a BTS04 License to utilize the Rules Engine; the Rules Engine is not licensed separately.
Q: What are the software requirements for BTS?

A: All versions of BTS04 run on Microsoft Windows 2000 and Microsoft Windows 2003. In addition, BTS04 Dev runs on Microsoft Windows XP for development purposes. Some features of BTS04 may require Microsoft Windows 2003, such as the Information Worker features. Further, BTS utilizes Microsoft SQL Server for the operational databases that are used with the product. BTS04 Partner Edition includes MSDE. More information on specific systems requirements can be found at http://www.microsoft.com/biztalk/evaluation/sysreqs/default.asp.
BTS04 tools reside in the Microsoft Visual Studio®.NET Professional IDE. A copy of Microsoft Visual Studio.NET Professional is included in all BTS04 editions. In addition, Microsoft Office InfoPath 2003 is required for Business Activity Services, and may also be useful in many other scenarios. A copy of Microsoft Office InfoPath 2003 is included in all BTS04 editions. See below for more information on licensing rights to the included copies of Microsoft Visual Studio.NET and Microsoft InfoPath. 
Q: What are my licensing rights to the copy of Microsoft Visual Studio included in BTS?

A: A copy of Microsoft Visual Studio.NET Professional is included in all BTS04 editions. You are only granted media usage rights to this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio, and are not entitled to any upgrade rights to the next version of Microsoft Visual Studio.

For BTS04 ENT, STD, and PAR, you are allowed to install this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio only on the same server as BTS04 is installed, and for use solely in conjunction with BTS04. Developers and administrators may use this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio to develop or administer the BTS04 solution locally on the BTS04 server. You may not use this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio for purposes other than with BTS04. You may not install this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio on a separate box. For remote development or remote administration of the BTS04 solution, you would need to purchase either BTS Developer Edition, or a separate copy of Microsoft Visual Studio, both which are licensed per user.

For BTS DEV, you are allowed to install this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio on any number of desktops for the licensed user, but only in conjunction with BTS04 dev/testing purposes. You may not use this copy of Microsoft Visual Studio for purposes other than BTS development/testing.

Note that BTS Software Assurance only entitles you to upgrade rights to the core BTS product, and does not entitle you to upgrade rights to Microsoft Visual Studio. We do not guarantee that Microsoft Visual Studio will be included in any future releases of BTS.

Q: What are my licensing rights to the copy of Microsoft InfoPath included in BTS?

A: A copy of Microsoft Office InfoPath 2003 is included in all BTS04 editions. You are granted media usage rights to Microsoft InfoPath, and are not entitled to any upgrade rights to the next version of InfoPath.

For BTS04 ENT, STD, and PAR, you are allowed to install this copy of Microsoft InfoPath on a single desktop for each valid proc license of BTS you own (1:1 desktop-proc ratio). Your usage rights of Microsoft InfoPath are governed by the Microsoft InfoPath EULA.

For BTS04 DEV, you are allowed to install one copy of Microsoft InfoPath on a single desktop for the licensed user, but only in conjunction with BTS04 dev/testing purposes. You may not use this copy of InfoPath for purposes other than BTS04 dev/testing.

Note that BTS Software Assurance only entitles you to upgrade rights to the core BTS product, and does not entitle you to upgrade rights to Microsoft InfoPath. We do not guarantee that Microsoft InfoPath will be included in any future releases of BTS.

Q: Can I still use Microsoft Visio® to map out BTS business processes?

A: BTS2004 does not ship with a copy of Microsoft Visio. However, you may still use Microsoft Visio to map out BTS business processes by using the Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004 Orchestration Designer for Business Analysts tool—available as a free download off the Web. You must have a valid License for Microsoft Visio in order to use this tool. This tool works with Microsoft Visio 2002 SR1 / Visio 2003, and will be available in early 2004. Check http://www.microsoft.com/biztalk for availability.

Q: Is ISV pricing available for BTS04?

A: BTS04 ENT, STD, and PAR are available through the ISV program. Go to http://members.microsoft.com/partner/isv/buildbiz/licensingguide.aspx for more information on the ISV program.
Q: Is SPLA pricing available for BTS04?

A: BTS04 ENT and STD are available through the SPLA program. BTS04 PAR is not available through the SPLA program. Go to http://www.microsoft.com/serviceproviders/licensing/default.asp for more information on the SPLA program.

Q: How do customers license an upgrade from BTS 2002 to BTS 2004?

A: To upgrade from BTS02 to BTS04, customers need to acquire Software Assurance for BTS02 to receive BTS04 at no additional cost. Otherwise, customers will pay full price for BTS04 if they want to upgrade. Microsoft recommends covering all of your server products with Software Assurance. Customers with coverage enjoy comprehensive technology protection, predictable budgeting, and the ability to upgrade without the need to make additional purchases. In addition, Software Assurance provides additional technical support, training, and tools to help customers deploy and administer their solutions.
