Tips for making a great video
1. Avoid using duplicate photos. A short video with lots of variety is better than a long video with repetitive images.

3. Engage the students. Get them to describe what’s going on.
4. Bring along a list of kids’ names so no one is left out of the video.
5. Shoot signs to use as titles in the video, such as the name of the school, the destination, etc.
