How to Start
It’s easy to get started with Windows Live SkyDrive. If you don’t already have one, sign up for a Windows Live account. There you’ll be able to access the free software you’ll need to start using SkyDrive.

Once you’re set up, you’ll have 5 GB of free storage to access from any online PC or Web-enabled mobile device. On your desktop, you can even drag and drop files directly from your PC to your SkyDrive with the optional upload tool.
   
What to Store
It’s your space, so store whatever you want.  Documents, pictures, music. This is your online space. If you use multiple computers, you can access the same files wherever you go, so it’s better than e-mailing yourself copies of files.

Share with your friends
Need to share stuff with classmates, coworkers, or family? Store it in a shared folder. You’re in control of who sees what. If it’s private, put it your personal folder, and it’s secure.

Each of your SkyDrive folders has its own Web address that you can send in an e-mail, paste in a document, add as a favorite, save as a shortcut...you name it. It makes it ridiculously easy to send and share files.
