Is it approaching a new problem or looking at an old problem in a new way? What is the impactfulness of your solution? Does it impact a large number of people very broadly, or impact a smaller number of people very deeply? How effective is your solution? To what degree does it solve the problem in question?
· Development approach: identify the technologies your solution is based on. Why were they chosen? How do they integrate? Do they provide a better user experience? And what about the extensibility and maintainability of your solution? Were you able to break the problem down into logical chunks and modules, using elegant architectures? Did you use proven practices or any specific patterns?
· Conclusion: provide to the reader final remarks regarding your solution and project. Are there any future directions worth to be explored? What could be done to enhance even more your solution? Did your solution create new business opportunities, enabling the development of new systems, applications or even concepts? Which boundaries related to the business were left untouched and could represent a next challenging step?>
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
